ASHINGTON, Feb. 15—The forty billion

dollar RFC job which Mr. Wallace
teached for and missed, was next to have been
lossed by the White House crowd to Marriner
Eccles, federal reserve chalrman, who at least
knows something about the nation's finanecial
base of capitalistic operations. Eccles declined
Iar.buncc. saying he wanted to keep his present
oh.

At a meeting of the top men around Mr.
Roosevelt (Jimmy Byrnes, Marvin Jones, et al)
it was decided all would get behind Fred
Vinson, Kentucky ex-congressman, who has
been an unostentatious assistant to Byrnes, di-
recting economic stabilization. Vinson could no
deubl be confirmed as senators generally have
given him a good calibre rating since he proved
his common sense and showed quite a bit of
ability as chairman of the tax sub-committee in
the house. There, he was always a strong demo-
cratic partisan, generally going along with the
New Deal, although carefully saving himself
{from any charge of radicalism. He is not as
free & money tosser as the Wallace crowd
might like, but on the other hand they could
hardly object to him,

Coming up from a small town lawyer to his
congressional job, he found it insecure because
his Kentucky dlstriet was always apt fo go
republican. The White House gave him a
judgeship on the court of appeals, from which
security he resigned fo help Byrnes, at White
House reguest,

Rather Hardboiled

N his present war task he has been rather

hardboiled in seriously doing what FDR has
told him (o do—and he would no doubt preside
over the Jesse Jones financial dynasty the same
way.

Some inside work is belng done, however,

fo get someone with more experience in fin.
ance to do Mr. R's bidding in RFC, and some
tather formidable people are trying to get
Joseph P. Kennedy back in the government.
_ Here is a5 good a man as the New Deal ever
nad, whose career has been an ironic tragedy,
He was ridden out of the London ambassador-
ship because he approved the Munich appease-
ment, which Mr. Roosevelt also approved, but
with recrimination. Fanatles have carried out
2 hate and smear campaign against him since
lhen without any justification, sometimes calling
him “fascist" or worse. He was for Munich
secavse he knew Britain was not prepared for
war and neither were we.

But what will gall any zense of justice is
lhat he has given more fo the war than any
of these public deceivers who have made a

good war business out of running him down.
He has suffered one son killed, & son-in-law
killed after six weeks of marrlage to his daugh-
ter, a second son 20 geriously injured ramming
a Jap destroyer he has not yel recovered.

Three of the highest military decorations
have come to the family. A third son is in the
navy, and & daughter Is doing Red Cross work
in France. The son who was killed was carry-
ing a rocket bomb-across the British channel,
almed at nazl munitions dumps in i;:ance. when
it exploded prematurely off the French coast
and blew his plane to bits

murderous nature of American politics today,
1 have not heard of it.

No one else is better fitted by experience or
politics for the Jones job, but Kennedy prob-
ably will not get it )

Fervor of witnesses appearing for both Wal-
lace and Aubrey Williams (nominated to head
REA) ran to the skles, Here were lwo men
dropped by Mr. Roosevelt for the enmpaign.

Williams, formerly youth administrator and
WPA deputy, had not been popular and left the
government before election. Like Wallace he
was considered radical and much of a load on

ministration,
uuif:? immediately after election both were
named for bigger jobs than they had lost, and
many men and women flocked to thelsennte 1_0
claim the good of the country required their
services (presumably only between elections.)

The answer to this enthusiasm, as the listen-
ing senators made it out, was that in commerce
Wallace would control 130,000 jobs while rural
electrification is planning an expansion for post-
war which would also give the harassed radicals
(chased from government by the Dies committee
or the pre-election trend of political events) &
good place to return and alight for longer than

the duration,

Congress will block the whole plan. The
Wallace program to dole out 60,000,000 jobs
by shoveling out federal funds 10 times faster
than WPA ever did, is not popular and the
Willlams appointment Is in dire jeopardy.

Congress i5 convinced these steps could bring
soclalism faster than anything eise. The govern-
ment could finally own all business by the
process of lending it more and more money—
just as banks acquire businesses by lending
processes. y

While congress has been unable to [furnish
any affirmative leadership to make managed
capitalism work, it Is certainly now again be-
coming & coddstop against the push toward
socialism.

The War Today

HE European war Is sweeping across the
T sereen with such speed that there's only a
flash of time in which to examine individual
operations, but we shouldn't overlook the sig-
nificance of the Russian capture of Budapest,
for its potentialities are tremendous,

The fall of this great city—most Important

communications center in all southeastern Eur-
ope—goes far towards opening the Danubian
route into Austria. It means that the Muscovite
forces in Hungary have just about smashed the
lock on Hitler’s back door—a fact which should
be considered in connection with the thrust to-
wards Austria via Czechoslovakia by the south-
ern wing of the red forces assaulting Germany.
These two red operations complement each
other.

Now that's a blg item. Naturslly our atten.
tion is centered on the drive -for Berlin, but
after Berlin has fallen—affer the reich has
been slashed in two and-the ‘Hitleriles have
been kicked out of the northern hali—what
then?
carrying on their fanatical suicide-war, we shall
see them making a stand in Bavaria and Aus-
tria, providing their present plans materialize.
Then they will have the Alps at their backs,
and in order to shorlen the war it will be
vastly important for us to be able to get at
them through Austria as well as by attacking
from the north.

Two Armies Released
HE [all of Budapest, afler one of the most
fiercely fought and bloody battles of the
entire war, releases two strong red armies and
while there has been no announcement as o
their further disposition, observers generally
have assumed thet Budapest provided a terrible
interlude in an offensive agalnst Austrla. Mar-
shal Stalin himself, in announcing the capture,
referred to the capital as a strategleally im-
portant German defense center “on the road to
Vienna." BSo he apperently has his eye on
Austria,

Incidentally, Stalin also disclosed a highly
interesting item, in reporting that the nazi com-
mandant at Budapest, Col. Gen. Pleffer-Wilden-
bruch, and his staff were captured In a sewer.
Stalin also took pains to repeat that when the
Russians sent envoys to the German command
in Budapest to demand surrender at the outset
of the siege, the Hitlerites killed the envoys.
The marshal didn't name Pfeffer-Wildenbruch,
but the latter may well Have been the man,

If so, I'd hate to be in the colonel general's
battle-boots, and one doubts if he himself will
be in them long. I'm reminded of a day in
1938 when I rode with the procession when
Hitler made his triumphal entry into Czecho-
slovakia’s Sudetenland, after Munich. Pfeffer-
Wildenbruch was In command of the nazi troops
which took over the job of policing this new
territory, and the German clement of the Sude-
ten population threw flowers Into his car—
among many others—as he motored over the
country highway., There won't be any roses for
