Grand Jury Report
Asks Drug Clamp

In a sweeping investigation of law enforcement agencies in Klamath county, the grand
jury late Monday afternoon recommended a clamp placed on administration of habit-form-
ing drugs in city and county institutions, and criticized the sheriff’s office for failure to
serve o bench warrant “recently issued.”

Rccommendation that “‘druggists use more care in the re-filling of prescriptions contain-
ing drugs,” and that the drugs be administered only upon direct order of the physician,
came about following a lengthy investigation by the grand jury of drugs issued to the city

police department.

District Attorney Clarence A,
Humble stated Tuesday that a
“huge amount of a questionuble
habit-forming drug" had been
received by the city police de-
partment, How this drug Is to
be dispensed was set forth in
the text of the grand jury re-
port, along with a recommenda-
tlon that the county health ol-
ficer establish a book in which
all institutions should keep a
record of the use of such drugs.
