Harridge traveled here today.
Frick arrived last night,

In New York, the informant,
who asked that his name not be
used, said:

“Frick has gone to Washing-
ton armed with a list of the
majors’ personnel, consisting
mostly of 4-Fs, dischargees,
overage and underage players,
As we have said many times be-
fore, we don't want to use a sin-
gle man wha is needed by the
armed forces or by essential in-
dustry,

“However, we'd like to keep
the men who are not needed, All
we ask is no discrimination, I
believe Frick's principal point
will be ‘ecither leave us enough
men to play baseball or tell us
to' stop. You can't expect us to
play without players.'”
Baseball's war problems ap-
parently pivot around the avail-
ability of sufficient players Ii
congress enacts work-or-jail leg-
islation, And like other sports,
baseball also faces transporta-
tion problems.
