The milk pasteurization bill,
which started out to be one of
tho most explosive issues of the
session, won unanimous approv-
al after the house food and
dairy committee removed the
provision that all milk must be
pasteurized. Tho bill now re-
quires only that milk from dis-
eased herds must be pasteurized.

The bill also gives the state
department-o- agriculture pow-
er to license pasteurization op-
erators. The Bang's disease bill
requires that herds be inspectedat least three times a year if
raw milk from those herds Is
put on the market. The require-
ment, now is one inspection a
year, and even that hasn't been
enforced.
