A corporation may hire tho most expert licensed
optometrists in the state, give the best eye
examinations in town, place the most efficient
and g spectacles on the noses of its
clients, but, under Oregon law as presently
interpreted, it is in violation. Hence, tho suit
against Standard Optical.

The issuo got Into the legislature. A bill was
Introduced to permit corporations to hire
licensed optometrists and thus practice op-
tometry. The Standard Optical suit was held
in abeyance pending outcome of tho legislative
question.

Yesterday, in its wisdom, the houso rejected
the bill, making happy those optometrists who
want the law to go on protecting them against
corporation competition, rather than to permit
the public to decide who gets the business on
the grounds of competitive merit.'
