LONDON, April 5 (AP) Soviet Russia today denounced ill neutrality pact with Japan,
accusing Tokyo of helping Germany to war against Russia.

The Moscow radio announced that Foreign Commissar Vyachetlav Molotov had in-

formed the Japanese ambassador that continuance of the compact was impossible since
Japan was fighting against Russia's allies, the United States and Great Britain.

"In such a situation the pact on neutrality between Japan and the USSR has lost its
meaning," Molotoy said. ,

The note was handed the Japanese ambassador at 3 p. m., today In tha midst of a
new Japanese cabinet crisis.

The pact was signed in April, 1941, and whether Russia would renounce it before the
opening of the world security conference at San Francisco April 25 had been a subject of '

speculation.
The soviet note emphasized at the outset that "the poet of neutrality between the

soviet union and Japan was concluded on April 13,. 1941 that is before the attack by
Germany on the USSR, and before the outbreak of war between Japan on the one hand
and Great Britain and the United States on the other.

"Since that time the situation has radically changed,"
' the note said. "Germany at-

tacked the USSR and Jopan Germany's ally helps the latter in her war against tha
USSR."

The treaty ordinarily would have run until April, 1946.

The Moscow announcement ' said Japan's Ambassador
Naotake Sato had "promised to bring the declaration of tha
soviet government to the attention of the Japanese govern
ment."

There was no indication in the Moscow announcement of
Russia's intentions in future relations with Japan. However,
Premier Marshal Stalin has publicly described Japan as "an
aggressor nation."

WANT HAND IN PACIFIC ,

Many have expected Russia all along to denounce tha
treaty if for no other reason than to gain a free hand in
the San Francisco conference discussions of any problems
concerning the Pacific war.

Up until the Crimea conference, however. Premier Stalin
maintained extreme caution in making any move that would
tend to antagonize the Japanese. "

In the previous meeting of the Big Three at Tehran, Japa-
nese phases were excluded. Prime Minister Churchill and
President Roosevelt held a prior, meeting with Generalissimo
Chiang Kai-She- k in Cairo. .

At Yalta, however, Stalin agreed to sit with the. Chinese
delegates at the forthcoming Golden Gate meeting some-

thing he had sidestepped in all previous conferences when
the Paeifie'war was up for discussion.

PREVIOUSLY INFORMED
There were indications that both the United States and

Britain had peen previously informed of the soviet action
announced tonight.

The army quit supplying meat
to civilians of coun-
tries .three months ago, senate
food investigators were told to-

day, because of the shortage in
this country.

Maj. Gen. Carl A. Hardlgg, di-
rector of subsistence for the
quartermaster corps, told the
agriculture committee that cer-
eals, beans, dried eggs and
sugar are the principal foods dis-
tributed by the army as relief.

Hardigg agreed, in response to
a question from Senator Wheeler

that black market
operations made it more difficult
for the army to get the meat It
desires.

Wheeler said he had been in-

formed that red ration points
are being sold freely in New
York City tor $6 a thousand.-

"Premier Kolso accordingly
tendered the collective resigna-
tion of his cabinet to the throne
today."

The. communique was preced-

ed by a Domcl news agency bul-
letin announcing the fall of the
government.

The Gorman news agency
DNB broke a routine transmis-
sion to flash news of the Jnp-ancs-o

cabinet's resignation. In-

dicating its importance within
Germany.

"Tho Koiso cabinet resigned
this morning," the Domcl news
agency said.

"The resignation en bloc of
tho cabinet was decided upon
after an extraordinary meeting
of the whole cabinet which met
at U;80 this morning (Tokyo
time).

"At tho end of the meeting
Kolso proceeded to tho Imperial
palace at 10:30 a. m. and tend-

ered tho collective resignation
of tho Japanese cabinet to the
emperor." i

Formed in '44 '
' The Kolso cabinet was formed

on July 22, 1044.
Popularly known In Japan as

"tho Tiger," Kolso succeeded
Gen. Illdekl Tojo as premier.

PARIS, April S (P) General
Dwight D. Eisenhower has order-
ed an Immediate investigation
into the death of an undisclosed
number of German prisoners of
war during their movement by
rail in the American zone of
operations, March 15 and 16.

An official SHAEF statement
today disclosed the deaths,
which occurred during move-
ment from the forward area - to
prisoner of wi.r camps in the
rear, and said Eisenhower had
informed the German high com-
mand of the incident and of
steps taken to insure a proper
investigation.
