To 6thArmy

Organized resistance to the allied forces on the Europeanmainland commanded by Gen. Eisenhower ceased today exceptfor a single German army, the seventh. .

Two armies of Field Marshal Albert Kesselrlng's command,
the German 1st and 19th, surrendered unconditionally on the
battlefield to Gen. Jacob L. Devers, commander of the 6th army
group.

In the south General Patton's 3rd army struck out and cap-
tured Linz, Austria, - and smashed into Czechoslovakia in a
knockout offensive against the last German troops still fightingin that area.

The German 7th army held general positions facing the U. S.
3rd and part of the U. S. 1st armies on a line running roughlyfrom Chemnitz, Germany, to Llnz, Austria.

Surrender
The German 1st was opposite, the U. S. 3rd and U. S. 7th

armies from the Linz area to Innsbruck and the German 19th
was deployed on the remainder of the U. S. 7th army's front
from Innsbruck to the Swiss border.

While the enemy high command broadcast that "the war
against the western powers had become senseless,"- - Admiral
Doenitz, the new German fuehrer, called upon the Germans to
continue resistance-agains- t the Russians.

, The capitulation of the 1st and 19th enemy armies takes effect
officially tomorrow at noon, but on both, sides-radi- broadcasts
now are announcing the end of hostilities on their front so that
there may be no further loss of life.

Follows Other Surrenders
The surrender-i- Austria came a few hours after the last half

of 1,000,000 enemy troops in, northwestern Germany, Denmark
and The Netherlands gave up to the British and Canadians and
cease-firin- g orders silenced those battlefields.

German troops still were holed up In Yugoslavia, some French
ports, the channel islands and in remote Norway as well as- in a
segment of Germany and Czechoslovakia. Supreme allied head-
quarters apparently did not consider the pockets in. France and
the channel islands as constituting organized resistance.

The most formidable enemy pocket was iri' Siwrway, and to-

The battlefield surrender of all German forces in The Nether-
lands, northwestern Germany and Denmark to Field Marshal Sir
Bernard L. Montgomery's 21st army group became effective at
B a. m.

The fold-u- p of these forces in the north left the German armywith roughly 500,000 men, or only 6 per cent of its top strength.
Germany itself, her cities in ruins and manpower reduced by
yeara of fighting, was one of the most completely shattered
powers which ever lost a war.
