A fleet of eight crop dusting
planes was purchased recently
by Max Menti of Klamath Falls
from Louis Soukup, who has op-

erated the business for a number
of years prior to their purchase
by Menti. "' .

Some work is being done now
for various growers and ranch-
ers in the Klamath basin, Sou-

kup stated, and more will be
done later in Washington and
up and down the coast.

These crop dusting planes op-
erate efficiently by first placing
a hopper able to hold anywhere
from three sacks to 12 sacks of
insecticide in the back of the
plane depending upon., the
plane's size. The planes then
take off and swoop down to a
distance of from four to ten feet
above the crop to be dusted. The
hopper is then opened, releas-
ing the insecticide "upon the de-

sire area.
Crop dusting planes are also

used to kill weeds, exterminate
grasshoppers, and sow seed, Sou-

kup said. Crops are always dust-
ed early in the morning when
the wind velocity is low and
there is some dew evident.

Several of the planes are lo-

cated in a landing field adjacentto highway 97 and others at the
Warden airport.
