Employment Control
Revisions Possible

PORTLAND, Ore., June 15 ()
War manpower directors in
“eritical” Pacific coast areas may
revise employment controls at
their own discretion from now on
to fit the labor pool into local
employment conditions,

The plan was announced &t a
conference, underway here to-
day, of war manpower commis-
gion directors from Oregon,
California, Washington, Arizona,
Nevada, and Alaska.

The WMC director in a “eri-
tical” area, acting with ‘his
management-labor committee,
may tighten manpower rules
when war plants need more
workers—or, when local war
production drops, ease regula-
tions in order to transfer work-
ers into peacetime industry.

The Oregon war manpower
commission said no relaxation
would be allowed in this area.
