Blum =aid that when he, Her-
riol and Senate President Jules
Jeanneney reached Toulouse to
=ail, “we learned that the gov-
ernment had decided against
leaving and all departures were
cancelled.” !

Blum said he was “near tears" |
when he read the armistice
terms {or the first time the next
morning.

“I saw France torn in iwo,”
Blum said. "I learned that—
unique in our history—France |
had agreed to surrender those
who had sought refuge with us.”

Blum said that, in his opin-
ion, *Petain betrayed the re-
public of France.”

The former premier said he
{ollowed the Pelain goyernment
1o Vichy and worked for a while
there “in fear of (Jacques) Dor-
iot’s men, in fear of the Ger-
mans, and in fear of Petlain's
soldiers.” Then Blum was ar-
rested and taken to Riom.

“The supreme court was o
iry us on the same charges®{or
which we had already been con-
victed and condemned by Pe-
tain himself without even hav-
ing been heard,” Blum testified,
adding that Petain “attacked |
me and villified me for the past |
five years."”

After Blum was cross
examined briefly, Roux testi-
fied. He was named secretary
general for foreign affairs by
Reynaud on May 21, 1940, “at
a time when we expected at any
moment to be altacked by
Italy.”

Roux said the Rcfm’lud ap- |
peal to Mr. Roosevelt for the
American fleet to start action
“excluded the possibility of send-
ing American troops to the con-
tinent.”

Roux said he never heard Pe-
fain or Gen. Maxine Weygand,
commander - in - chief of the
French forces, discuss the de-
sirability of calling an armis-
tice while the government re.
mained in Paris. By June 15,
however, he said the armistice
had become an acute question.
