' CHICAGO, Aug. 27 (APt Hedge selling
against the new spring wheat crop
changed early advance into fractional
losses lit wheat future today. Oals also
aold lower on hedge selling, and rye
dropped after an early gain. Corn was
limi iiumi m ui nine.

Wheat climbed rapidly at the start.
With the July, 14 delivery gaining as
much two cents a bushel, on the
government announcement that farmer
again would be offered full parity for
1043 wheat placed under loan. Demand
soon fell off, however, and prices
dipped.Short covering advanced rye In early
trade, Influenced by strong stocks and
cotton, but prices later turned lower
with wheat. Continued reluctance of
farmers to market their old crop corn,
and good cash demand, held prices firm
In that cereal.

Wheat closed c higher to ac lower
than the previous finish, September
9l.63, with only July wheat holding
steady to lc up. Corn was unchanged
to c higher, December 9I.13S, oats
were H to c lower, September 38c. rye
was down to Ic, September

and barley was lc lower to Uc
higher. September 91.ti2i,.
