WASHINGTON, Sept. 10 "The most

pay-of- f on the last election, now that

peace has returned. It is a pay-o- ff always
denied to a major extent under Roosevelt
chiefly by congressional resistance and factional
opposition within the administration. It in-

cludes the full employment plan, increased un-

employment insurance, increase of minimum
wage from 40 cents to 60 cents an hour "no
union busting legislation" (as Mr. Truman said),
expanded social security, one-ma- n management
of surplus property (Roosevelt idea), no tax
reduction, continued spending, fair employ-
ment practices, g and anti-poll- 1 tax

and nothing else except a Pearl Harbor in- -'

vestlgatlon. (The labor reform
bill Is awaiting a belated hearing.)

The program sounds prosaic because it hardly
fits the visible facts of economic life today
the crying need for employment apparent in
the want-a- d section of every newspaper, the
current official promises of a boom for the
next 3 to 5 years, and even politically, the im-

pregnable prestige of the Truman administra-
tion but that's the program.

Naturar Conclusion
justifiably or not, the common opinionNOW, congress is that Mr. Truman has de-

cided to go that way, definitely. This conclus-
ion is natural not alone from the program but
the simultaneous appointment of Ben Cohen,
an original Roosevelt brain truster to the third
ranking post in the state department (councilor)
and of CIO's McKeough to the maritime com-

mission.
All this leaves the average congressman to

make a decision whether he will stick by his
guns of opposition and face a fight by the
CIO-PA- d against next year, or join
the Washington trend.' Frankly, I think most
of them will stick by their guns, for several
reasons. The program itself is not popular
now. It has no evident full body of public
opinion behind it. Furthermore CIO itself
is not popular or strong, except financially.
It is loaded with untaxable money, but nothing
it has done lately has enhanced public support
in the south and west or even in industrial
centers outside New York City, which seems
to be its psychological stronghold.
for the average congressman therefore may be
made easier by opposition than support.

TRUE CIO has been washed out by removal of
Mr. Byrnes to the state department, where his
activities are confined to foreign matters, and
Messrs. Ickes and Wallace, the focal heads of
CIO executive representation, are to remain in
the cabinet.

EARLY Klamath people became Intensely
interested in the possibility of making military
lie of the municipal airport.

'" .ame here to look over the situation.

A vast amount of information was supplied
to this board by local men who worked night
and day to get it together. Because the board
had indicated it might be interested In a site
not on the present airport, the Klamath
mittee prepared an Inventory of possible sites
In all parts of the basin. Detailed reports of

pertinent information about the community
were made. The board members ' said after
their visit here that no community had done a
better job of cooperation with them.

A Grand Job
here's the interesting thing about the

NOW of that army board. When it left here,
it prepared report on the Klamath location
which was favorable In every aspect but one.

The board said it saw the possibility of danger
to fliers from migratory birds in this area!

The Klamath people got wind of this report,
and did everything possible to change or dis-

count it. Men who had flown hundreds of
hours from this field wrote letters saying they
had never encountered any trouble with birds.

Later, after the army had dickered over a

long period for the field without doing any-thin- g

definite, the navy became interested m
it. Lt. Commander Bill Randall, who had been
manager of the Klamath municipal field and
was flying for the navy, came through here
several times, showing the advantages of th
fog-fre- e Klamath foute for coastwise flying.
He stopped in the chamber of commerce on
one of his trips, and Earl Reynolds, then secre-

tary suggested he discuss the field with navy
officials at Seattle. That was the start. The

navy people came here, decided it was what

they wanted for gunnery training, and before

long the ball was rolUng. They developed a
erand station here, and it has done a grand job.

No Bird Trouble
what about the birds? We were out

NOW, the air station the other day, and we
asked the operations people if they had had

any trouble with birds. They seemed a little
surprised at the quesUon, and then said that
in all of the hundreds and hundreds of hours
of flying from the Klamath field, navy planes
have never encountered any difficulty with
birds. They simply are not a hazard.

The army board's visit is now far in the

past, and a lot of water has gone under the
: bridge since then. So we can't resist giving the
board the bird about the birds. It didn't seem

'like a sound point then, and what has happened
since has certainly proved it to be wholly of no

importance.
With the assistance of the late Senator Charles

L McNary, the matter was quite thoroughly
taken care of back in 1941, Just after the board
was here, but certainly what has happened with

Meanwhile, Klamath has found great gratifi-

cation in the use of its field by the navy, and
there have been many mutual benefits. It U

to be hoped that the navy continues activity on
the field Indefinitely, sharing it with commer-cia- l

and private aviation which should develop
extensively here In the immediate future.

That day we
noticed others who must have
managed to inveigle some of the
said beer from the said marines
in that said V-- J day because the
rest of us were not supposed to
have such.

And then what happened. We

rowed you all known who from.
That voice which came steadily
and true so many times over our
radios when our fears all but had
our hopes tottering in those dark I

early hours of the war. ' I

Why do we have this strike?
First because one man did not
choose to loin our little club.
so we Just won't play with you,
in fact we just won t play at all.

I happen to be one of the gen-
eration of women who went
through that other World War
as a young adult. When the
armistice was signed I was too
ill to get out and enjoy the fun
but nevertheless I was happy
because I knew my honey would
not have to go.

I seem to remember the de-

pression of 1020 mostly in 20
as tinned goods came on the mar
ket at so much lower price, such
as bacon and sardines. Goods
the government was not going
to need "over there." Also the
farmers holding their wheat par
ticularly tor prices to come DacK
which they did not do.

I remember the cellar of can-
ned fruit and vegetables we had.
that year when our third little
girl was born in January of
'22.

I remember putting several
months in advance two or three
or five dollars at a time in an
old teapot up in the cupboard
until I had $35 toward my ex-
pected expenses.

Then in August, 1929, a rapid
and group of cir-
cumstances landed us in Klam-
ath Falls.
