Magna Carta

The supreme commander yes.
terday decreed a magna carta for
Japan. He ordered the govern-
ment to remove all bars to free-
dom of speech, religion and as
sembly. He further decreed the
disbandment of the “thought
police,” which were the equiv-
alent of Germany's gestapo, and
ordered the release of their 3000

litical prisoners who had been
ocked up-some for many yeurs
—for expressing ideas displeas-
ing to the pre-surrender govern-
ment.

Today the Japanese cabinet
resigned rather than obey Mac-
Arthur's order, The mikado is
said to have remarked, upon re-
ceiving the resignations, “‘that
is good and I accept.” The re-
tiring premler, Higashi-Kuni in-
terpreted this as meaning that a
stronger ministry and one more
acceptable o the Americans
could be formed.

As the result of this explosion,
neutral observers believe that
rebellion against the imperial
regime is a strong Pﬂsslbillt)u
I don't think we should jump to
conclusions at this juncture, but
simply recognize that the po-
tentialities of a popular up-
heaval are there.
