Floyd Mack, leaving the cafe,
said he was struck down when
he told the soldiers to desist, and
was robbed of a diamond ring.
He was treated at Emergency
hospital.

Five negro soldiers, all from
Vancouver barracks, were
booked on charges of carrying
concealed weapons and threat-
ening to commit a felony.
