ENCOUNTERED Adenauer in a big way at

the end of the last war when I went into
the Rhineland with the British army of occupa-
tion. He was burgomaster of Cologne then at
the age of 42, which would make him close to
70 now. He received about half a dozen of us
wir correspondents, and we had a warm session
which I may have mentioned In this column
before.

Anyway, to put it on thumbnail, the burgo-
master demanded in arrogant gutturals that the
allies rush food and clothing to the Germans.
He backed this up with the statement that if
supplies didn't arrive promptly he couldn't be
responsible for what the people would do. In
short, he made a back-handed threat of an up-
rising against the allies. Adenauer insalently
insisted on knowing why the allies hadn't acted
already, and when I replied that they were too
busy taking care of the host of refugees from
German-devastated Belgium and aorthern
