RUSSIANG ING[aT
OV ALLIED COUNGIL

WASHINGTON, Oct. 17 (F)—
Secretary of Stlate Byrnes sold
toduy the Russtians are (nsisting
on an allied control councll to
run Japan bul he still hopes they
will Join In an Amerlcan-spon-
sored advisory commission this
month,

The secretary strongly implied
at a news conference that since
the United States will not awcc||)t
the controli council plan, Russia
may refuse to send a representa-
tive to tAe andvisory commission.

The proposed councll would
be in 5m- of—or superior to—
Gen. uurlu MacArthur,

When the United States' sug-
gestion for an advisory commis-
slon went outf, Byrnes related,
the Russlans accepted butl sug-
gested that a eontrol ecouncil
should be set up first, Byrnes
subsequently sald he considered
this an unwise procedure,

About the same time he sum-
moned the nine other nations to
sond representatives to the or-
ganlzation session of the advis
ory commisslon here October 23,
Severnl governments have ac-
copled, but nol Russia,

'yruu said the Russians have
advised him they still feel the
control eoumell should be set up
first. He sald he hopes they will

send a representative to the ad-
visory commission here anyway,

CHUNGKING, Oct, 17 () —
Forelgn Minlster Wa nz‘ Shih-
