Admiral King appeared be-
fore the sennte milltary affalrs
committee shortly before Presl-
dent Truman guve his views on
the military situatlon to a jolnt
sesslon of congress,

King supported a substitute
program for postwar natlonal
defense advanced yesterday by
Beoretary of the Navy Forrestal.
Admiral King summarized hls
postwar planning this way:

1, The navy should continue
s a separate seryvice “unhamp-
ered In functlon and eperatlon’
by officers “unfamiliar with
naval operations.” i

4. The separate war and navy
depurtment should be retalned,
ench headed by a clvilian cabl-
net officer.

3. Overall milltary control
should be through the Jjoint
chiefs of staff with subordinate
l.l.lfl.':lclcs “expanded and amend-
ed.

4, Civillan wartime agencles
such as the war production
board and war manpower board
should be continued,

8. Closest linison should be
malntained at cabinet level be-
tween war, navy and state de-
partments.
