stars were not beauly enough,
the brightest four of the planets

Jupiter Glows
At the same hour, the splen-
did Juplter-Venus pair, 80 de-
grees eastward, will glow near
the horizon a little south of east,
Jupiter will greatly excoed Mars
and Saturn in brightness, but
will be far surpsssed by the
magnificent Venus, Wherever
the sky s clear, the sight of this
splendid grouping alone is fully
worth the effort of early rising,
Many réeall the striking appear-
ance in the dawn of September
24, 1044, when Jupiter and Mer-
cury were nestling close togeth.
er. But Juplter was then the
brighter of that pair, while at
the present conjunction Jupiier
s many times exceeded by the
brillinnee of Venus,

However, the ink was scarcely
dry on the pact before the clash
at arms was resumed and
swelled until now heavy fighting
is reported in numerous parts of
the country, especially the north-
ern section which is the strong-
hold of the communists,

You may recall that as far
back as early 1043 I reported in
this column, after a visit to Chi-
na, that well informed observers
feared the flerce quarrel could
be settled only by civil war, The
two factions were working un-
der a truce in face of their com-
mon Japanese enemy, but even
then there was sanguinary clash-
es and the great fear was that
the all-out civil unheaval would
come before the Japs were
beaten.

Bituation Grave

Whether we have now arrived
at the show-down remains to be
seen, We shouldn't rush to con-
clusions, but the situation 1s

grave,
The troubla is that trying to
make a union of the Chinese
communists and General Chi-
ang's Kuomintang dictatorship is
like attempting to mix ofl and
water. The ideas and Ideals of
the two factions are as far apart
as the Poles, They just don't

mix,

Right here it should be point-
ed out that the Chinese commun-
ists claim there's no relationship
between them and the Russian
communisis, General Chou En-
lai, one of the Chinese commun-
ist leaders, assured me that there
was no link with Moscow and
that the Chinese Reds were
mainly agrarians who were in-
terested in bettering the state of
the farmer.

Sympathetic Understanding

Well, far be it from me to dis-
pute the word of Chou En-lal
(who incidentally is a ¢harming
gentleman to meet). However,
one may remark that what he
said could be true, and it still
could be equally true that the
Chinese brand of communism
had its origin In Russia, There
have been many signs of at least
a sympathetic understanding on
the part of Moscow.

In this connection It may be
significant that sources favoring
Chiang's government say they
believe the only way to unify
the nation Is to eliminate the
communists by force, and they
think the generalissimo could do
it in from three to six months,
They go further and figure he
would start an offensive against
the Chinese Heds If he weren't
fearful of the reaction of other
countries, especially America,
and the possibility that Russia
might support his enemies,

Frankly Pessimistic

Chungking observers are
frankly pessimistic about the
chances of reconcliliation be-
tween the Chinese communists
and Chiang's government,

It
would mean that the country's
five hundred millions would en-
dure an agony far greater than
anything they experienced dur-
ling the Japanese invasion, It
would hamstring rehabllitation
of the natlon's shaitered econom-
le structure. China’s proud deslg-
nation as one of the “Big Four
would Indeed be an empty
phrase,

It nlso might mean, as I see
the picture, a further division of
China, Unless Generallssimo
Chiang could crush the reds—
and they are powerful—they
likely would split off a huge ter-
ritory In northern China sand set
up an Independent state there.
Indeed, in the long run such a
division may be the only solu-
tlon,

Could this be a momenl where
the Big Three might use their
influence to halt the strife?
