Countries accepting the
American  invitation will be
those prepared to begin detail
negotiations on steps to promote
aworld trade as agreed to by the
British and American govern-
ments last week in connection
with & projected $4,400,000,000
eredit to England.

“These negotiations should

et down to cases, seeking to re-
S tariffs, to eliminate prefer-
ences, and to lighten and remove
other barriers to trade, whatever
they might be” the Anglo-
American statement said.

American officials said the
pro round table would
glve the main trading countries
a chance to learn each other’s
attitude more fully before sit-
ting down to the larger interna-
