Local Units __

OVERNOR EARL WARREN of California
Q has stated that the lack of housing for
veterans on the west coast is comparable to
emergencles such as fire and flood, He favors
states assisting local communities in financing
housing for veterans, ' \

Housing authoritles have announced that the
federal government will fransfer surplus hous-
ing to state and local ts, without cost for
the housing or i In these cases,
however, the local government must foot the
cost of moving units, and they say that half
the 25,000 family units® available must be
moved to accommodate war veterans in places
where they work or atténd school. The gov-
ernment also stipulites the housing must be
destroyed when the veteran need ceases,

These comments inevitably bring to mind
the various public housing projects which exist
in Klamath Falls., These wers built to meet
the warlime housing emergency, with the
understanding they would be removed within
two years after the end of the war unless
a local government agency asked that they be
retained, 2

Military personnel are still making full use of
the military housing units, and the regulations
under which the others are rented do not &s
yet offer much relief to the need for housing
for veterans. ° -

It is not known now how long the military
housing units—which sre reasonably high-type
apartments—will be needed for military use,
but it is certain that it would be foolish to talk
of dismantling those units as long as there
exists a serious housing shortage for 'veterans
in Klamath Falls. We do not believe any local
group would want this done.

Algso, it would seem inconsistent to remove
these relatively high-type units while marginal
shack-type construction is permifted to stand.
Perhaps some program could be worked out
that would make it possible to let the military
housing units stand and destroy an equivalent
number of shacks.

UBLIN, Dee, 16—Sean O'Kelly, president of

the republic of Eire, is as Irish as sham-
rock, and an altogether delightful gentleman
who is one of the foundation recks upon which
this new state is built.

O'Kelly and I have been friends for 27 years
and it was good to see him again. You would
hardly suspect such a quiet, scholarly man,
whose face habitually wears a friendly smile,
has a Jack-the-Giant-Killer record, But he has,
for he was one of those who fought the British
in Dublin during the "bloody Easter week re-
bellion" of 1816, and was imprisoned so many
times for defiance to England that he likely
would have trouble remembering all the cells
he occupled,

The first time I met Sean O'Kelly was dur
ing the peace conference In Paris after the
last war. He was just a young fellow then and
his business was to try to catch the attention
of the powers and interest them in applying
the Wilsonian Ideal of self-determination to
Ireland. He was having a tough time when
I arrived on the scene and gave him an ldea—
not I must admit, without selfish motives,

Mysterious Escape

HORTLY before that Eamon de Valera had

made a sensational and mysterious escape
from Lincoln prison in England, and newsmen of
many countries had been trying to get the
details. O'Kelly had‘the story but had de.
clined to publish it because he thought the
same method might be used again for the
rescue of other imprisoned Sinn Feiners. Well,
I advanced the argument that if he gave me
the story it would serve to attract the attention
of the peace conference to the republican move-
ment. He finally agreed and here on thumbnail
is what he told me:

De Valera's Sinn Fein colleagues in Ireland,
having decided to try to rescue him and several
companions, sent to Lincoln a fat and affable
Irishman who leased a plot of ground beside
the grim old prison and proceeded to cultivate
vegetables, "He was a happy sort, and as he
worked he sang Gaellc songs. These had tre-
mendous fascination for De Valera, since they
voiced both encouragement and Instructions as
he exercised in the recreation yard,

Finally one day the gardener's lyric tenor
told De Valera to get an impression of the big
lock In the gate of the yard. This was
achieved with soap, and De Valera threw it

‘over the wall to the gardener. From the im-

pression a key was made and the day of de-
livery was set.
