Tomoyukl Yamashita, Ills last
hope for clemency denied by
General MacArthur, must die
secretly like a common criminal
on the gallows in Manila the
city his trapped soldiers raped,
pillaged and burned.

MacArthur, as final reviewing
authority, today upheld the
death sentence Imposed on
Yamashita by a military com-
mission in Manila, and ordered
that his one-tim- e adversary meet
his doom "stripped of uniform,
decorations and other appur-
tenances signifying membership
in the military profession."

Lt. Gen. Wilhelm D. Styer,
acting on MacArthur's orders,
will carry out the execution se-

cretly and then announce it.
