(P) The first test-cas- e of nation-
al prominence concerning a vet-
eran's right to his former job
may involvo First Baseman
Ulysses (Tony) Lupien, 1038 Har-
vard baseball captain and navy
veteran, and the Philadelphia
Phillies of the National league.

Lupien, who was sold to the
Hollywood Stars of the Pacific
Const league on Februury 13 by
the Phils, disclosed that he has
invoked the GI bill of rights in
correspondence with Commis-
sioner Albert B. (Happy) Chan-
dler to support his claim that he
has a right to a year's employ-
ment with tho Phillies. Chandler
avoided a direct ruling.
