HERE'S plenty of soap on the milk pro-
ducers' announced defermination to stop
the flow of market milk into Klamath Falls
on March 16 unless they gel B i -
price relief from the OPA.
The producers have ex-
changed communications with
the OPA office in Portland
since their recent ultimatum,
and they show no inclination
to relent, Adter talking with
two responsible leaders in the
industry here, we're convinced
they'll go through with their
plan on the date set barring
one or the other of these de-
velopments:

EPLEY

1. Grant of what they consider adequate
price rellef by OPA,

2. Declsion of Portland producers to grant
the OPA more time to complete a statewide

study and get action through Washington.
(Klamath producers have agreed to go along
with Portland on this whole issue.))

The OPA today declared it couldn't com-
plete any action by March 15. Our local pro-
ducers said today that word from Portland
is that the producers there intend to go through
with their threatened strike on March 15. So
the outlook at this writing is for a milk stop-
page in Klamath Falls effective the morning
of March 16.

Weary Of Delay

LAMATH producers are not inclined to look

with kindly patlence on the OPA explana-
tion that it can’t make an adequate study and
complete price adjustment action by the dead-
line date.

They regard the OPA statements as delay
tactics of the kind they have encountered ‘in
several years of effort to get price adjustments
that would save the declining dairy industry
of the Klamath area.

Three years ago, the Klamath producers pre-
sented their story to the OPA, and it was
stated at that time that unless relief was
granted, producers would begin selling their
herds and get out of the milk business.

There was no relief, and there was a heavy
movement of dairy cows out of the area. About
a vear later another request was made. When
nothing was done, more cows were sold,

The dalrymen think the OPA has not given
adequale consideration to the situation here,
They believe the OPA has ignored the grave
consequences of a price structure that has un-
dermined the industry to such an extent that
now approximately 60 per cent of the market
milk consumed here is shipped in from other
areas, Thev say there have been evidences of
“pigeon-holing” of the Kilamath situation in
the Portland office. On one occasion, after the
OPA had had a field man here presumably
making a study, another OPA official came
here on the milk problem and disclosed his
total ignorance of the alleged survey by his
colleague.

On the basis of such experiences, the local

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Urgent
HERE has been no change in the local retail
price of milk since long before the war.
In this period, prices for labor and feed have
rigen sharply, and milk producers have found
they could turn their land and their personal
time ta far more profitable purposes than dairy-

E:

Many of them have done just that. Unless
something is done immediately, others will
follow suit. Cows that are being sold are
going out of this area entirely.

You can’'t go out of the dairy business today
and back In tomorrow. From whatever low
point to which our industry declines (it is pretty
low now) it will take several years to build

it back to the point where it produces the
milk our own people consume,

The responsible dalrymen who arve left are
not merely Interested in getling a higher price
{for thelr product; they are gravely concerned
about the declining state of the local industry,
That likewlse is a matter of serious publie
coneern,

The public, we believe, iz justified in look-
ing to the OPA to straighten this situation out
fmmediately, either with immediate adjustment
or with a show of such good faith that the in-
dustry will be willing to extend its deadline,

The urgency of the situation is: heightened
in this area by the imminence of the spring
farming season, Farmers who will go out of
dairying without price adjustment will soon be
plowing their soil for other crops. ’

AVE you ever planned a major improve-
ment for so long, and looked forward
to it for so long, that when it's actually ac-
complished it seems very mat-
ter-of-course? That phenoms
enon has caused many an ad-
vertising program to die a-
borning, It's something every
adverlising salesman has to
fight. And here's The Herald
and News In the same boal.

For 15 years this paper has
aimed at a one.editlon, deliv-
ered-the-same-afternoon operas
tion, The wnar speeded the
move to one edition; and the
war stopped the move to more
complete afternoon delivery,

Last week, March 1 to be exact, this pro-
gram moved ahead again when an auto de-
livery route was started down the wvalley,
This route is the baby of Bryce Hammond, ex-
perienced circulation man, and like any baby,
it will require a lot of expert hand care—but
it is underway.

To get this route out on time the paper
will have to go to press at 3:00 o'¢lock. This
calls for printers and newsroom starting at 7;00
in the morning, for earlier handling of ads,
and for generally better coordination in the
“production line.”

Bryce will deliver papers along the highway
from Klamath Falls to Malin and will deliver
bundles to dealers and carriers in Merrill, Malin
and Tulelake, Everyone who is located to get
the: paper this way should have it by 5:30 or
earlier.

Speeding up to this earlier deadline will, of
course, benefit all others who get the paper
by carrier . . . ma should get a look at it before
pa gets-home. Advertisers and subscribers on
the new route will benefit alike, in that ads
can be read while they're still new. Now
9102 subscribers get the paper the same day
while 2861 get it the following morning.

All of which should eall for a big hip-hurrah
announcement ., . , except that practically all
of the working details still have to be ironed
out (we're just hopeful and striving) and, on
top of that, we're afraid of selling any more
subscriptions because the newsprint shortage is
still with us!

Circulation and advertising generally have
scen eye to eye, because they know what it
takes to make the mare go.
