An un-
estimated numhber of ducks are
here and farmers are anticipat-
ing damage to young alfalfa and
clover fields adjacent to the lake,

Approximately 8000 whistling
swans wintered here for the first
time in the history of the basin,
keeping wide areas open on the
lake for feeding and resting.
These birds do not damage crops
but feed principally on agualic
feeds. Geese feed also on stubble
fiplds, unharvested grain fields
in the fall and on small potatoes
when other feed is scarce.
