Tule Center
Will Close
Wednesday

The Tulelake WRA center—
the "Jap camp” of stormy war-
time controversy—will reach its
officlal finish next Wednesday
night,

Project Director Ray Best an-
nounced today that by Wed-
nesday evening the last evacuee
will have been moved out and
the huge installation near
Tulelake will be darkened for
the first time in nearly four
years,

All evacuees — there were
650 left there today—will be
moved either to Internment
camps by the department of
justf?:e, or to relocation in U.S,
cities as free individuals.

John Swanson, in charge for
the derartrnent of justice at
the Tule center, said that all
persons still under detention
will be taken elsewhere, accom-
panied by families if they have
them. The department of jus-
tice border patrolmen have
guarded the perimeter of the
huge camp since the army
moved out several months ago.

Last To Close

Tulelake is the last of 10
WRA camps to close, The
‘camps were set up for the
housing of persons of Japanese
descent who were evacuated
from the west coast shortly ai-
ter the beginning of the war.
Since the end of the war, free
evacuees in the camps have
moyed .out gradually into old
or im-.w.. homes 'in the U, S.,
while  others  have been ftrans-
ported to Japan or have been

held for final determination of

their cases. Altogether, 7618
persons of Japanese descent
were taken to Japan,

In Tulelake's lifetime, some
30,000 persons were inducted
there as evacuees, The popula-
tion of the camp reached an all-
time high in December, 1044,
when 18,000 were there, By
Wednesday, some 13,000 per-
been relocated

Patrol Leaves

A few officials of the WRA
will stay on for several weeks
to conclude final details of the
closed camp, The border pa-
trol is moving out Wednesday,
with the exception of a man
or two.
