With a not too difficult Job ahead in
cleaning up the 1945 late crop, acreage
for the 1946 potato crop and month to
month growing reports will influence
potato markets more from now on.

The decline is heaviest in the west, 12
per cent below 1945, compared with a
7 per cent acreage reduction in central
area and 25 per cent reduction in the
eastern states.

The acreage pattern shows, however,
that in 1933-4- 4 the eastern states, with
average yields 34.6 bushels above the
average for the group, had 29 per cent
of the total acreace. These states now

reflecting the influence of New Jersey,
which is down 10 per cent from 1945.
Here again, the high yielding areas have
a significantly higher proportion of the
acreage in comparison with the 1933-4- 4

period. In the early areas, acreage is
shown as 2 per cent over last year and
6 per cent over acreage. In this group,
the shift to high yield land is equally
remarkable. In that nearly 14 per cent
of the 1946 acreage is indicated for land
able to yield 215.4 bushels per acre more
than the group average, compared with
only 7.2 per cent in the average period.The one area alone, in this group, has
the capacity to produce more by Itself
than all the early states together did 10
years ago.

For the United States as a whole, the
indicated acreage with yields equal to
the 1940-4- 4 average would produce a
crop of 36,705.000 bushels. This is a
little more than the 378 million pro-
posed by the Department of Agriculture
as 1946-4- 7 requirements, but with heavier
demand this quantity should clean upat support prices or better. If we geta repeat of the record yield of 1945,
however, the croup would jump to about
412 million. Two factors still mayalter planted acres as compared with
currently announced intentions. It is
still early, and strong markets could
influence a change in intentions in both
the intermediate and the late states.
Also, the prospective acreage is the
smallest since 1893 and serious droughtor blight in anv imnortant section nnulri
