The dis-
astrous fire of u:u eliminated
all trees from most of the urea
and thero has been little nat-
ural restocking. Heavy brush
has taken much of tho old burn
and mude it into a waste area.

DurhiK the fall of l4t local
forest service men were busy
In xatherhiK tree seed, particu-
larly from the Goodlow moun-
tain and Cottonwood creek
areas. This seed was sent to
the Wind River nursery near
Carson, Wash. These 27,000
trees were grown from the
1041 seed and so are acclimated
lo this particular area.
