duced but less spring wheat this
year, according to present pros-

pects. The Increase in winter
wheat is expected to more than
offset a decrease in spring wheat
if weather conditions continue
favorable.

The decrease in spring wheat
is accounted for in Washington
as wheat growers in Oregon and
Idaho reported intentions to in-

crease. A decrease in the Pa-
cific northwest potato acreage
was also indicated.

Potato plantings intended in
the three Pacific northwest
states were 14 per cent under
last year with most of the de-
crease in Idaho. The indicated
decrease in Oregon was only 2

per cent whereas the suggested
goal acreage was 16 per cent
decrease.
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Parity prices for farm prod-
ucts were higher at h

than a month before, according
to the weekly review of farm
market, price and outlook infor-

mation prepared by the OSC ex-

tension service. The government
index of prices paid by farmers,
including interest and taxes but
not labor, advanced one point to
179 per cent of 1910-191- 4

Thus, the national parity price
of wheat stood at $158, com-

pared with $1.57 In February
and $1.53 in March, 1945. Actual
prices received by producers for
wheat also averaged $1.58 a
bushel on March 15, nationally,
although the average for Oregon
was somewhat less.

Meals Cut
Oregon restaurant diners are

going to find that meals a la
carte will include less bread,
pies, pastries and fried foods, ac-

cording to a report from the Ore-

gon food for famine relief com-
mittee.

Cooperation of public eating
establishments in the emergency
program to conserve wheat and
fats for shipment to famine-stricke- n

countries has been
pledged by state leaders of their
trade associations. Letters urg-
ing full compliance with the sav-
ing measures recommended by
the 'amine emergency commit-
tee have been sent to all mem-
bers by the Oregon Hotel asso-
ciation and the Oregon Restau-
rant association.

Adoption of the measures will
mean no more toast garnishes
flanking bacon and eggs, lamb
chops and similar dishes; one
slice of bread or one roll served
with meals; corn and buckwheat
cakes instead of wheat cakes;
fruit, ice cream and puddings (or
dessert instead of pie and cake,
and boiled or broiled fish instead
of fried fish.

Restaurant operators have
been advised that OPA require-
ments will be met by attaching
a notice to each menu that the
restaurant is cooperating with
the famine emergency program
ly conserving wheats and fats,
and that any patron who objects
will be given a regular serving.
