On account of the shortage
of labor and more especially ex-
perienced irrigators, the project
farmers were, in many cases,
put to the necessity of dump-
ing or cutling back the water
they were using, In some in-
stantes the irrigators would
only work eight hours and
where this occurred the water
was uscd only eight hours out
of 24 which meant the farm-
ers must keep the water three
times as long as il they could
use the water full time.

For this reason other farm-
ers would have to walt a longer
{ime until they could receive
the water they needed. Now
