The reclamntion service, which has a pald,
full-time superintendent whose business is to
look diligently after s affairs, long ago per-
focted its request and is virtually assured of
those things for which it has asked.

The city has tinkered along with this matter
for a long time, and only recently has prepared
a list of the facilities it wants, Last weekend it
turned this list over to the Klamath county
chamber of commerce manager to prepare the
request, The request itself hasn't even yet been
made.

That is an apt illustration of the situation
that is causing thinking people to begin to
wonder if the present form of city government
is adequate to handle the expanding and increas-

No Personalities Involved
HE possibility that the local public may de-
cide there is a need for re-examination of
the city's governmental system need not, and
sHould not, be interpreted as critical of
the mayor, councilmen, or any of the appoinfive
or elective officials in the present government.
It isn't a matter of personalities.

Mayor Ed Ostendorf probably gives more time
to citvy affairs than would the average man in
the mayor's office. He is a retired business
man and has the time. He has worked hard
and has given municipal matters a great deal
pf thought and effortt We have personal
knowledge of this, for we have been associated
with him in certain matters in which he has
worked hard for the city's interests,

The fact there Is a growing dissatisfaction
with the present governmental form under a
mavor who gives as much time as Ed Ostegdorf
does to the mayor's job, emphasizes the serious-
ness of the problem.

News Behind The News

ASHINGTON, Avril 18—The world statos-
men were so polite in their Iran debate,

the pure facts of the matter escaped popular nt-
tention, The newspapers published what went
on, and when none of the parties to the debate
went into the actual, provable, apparent true
character of the lssue—the accounts reflected
that vold.

Iran simply had come under Russian dominn-
tion and therefore wished to withdraw her
complaint pleading for her independence from
Russin.

The cumbersome obvious steps leading up to
this absorption were these: The communists
started a revolution in northern Iran, Kept out
Iran's soldiers until revolutionists had annexed
for her hegemony of “friendly states” the
northern provinee, Then Mogcow secured re-
moval of a protesting Iranian premier, installed
Ahmad Qavam, a “friendly” man, subsequently
summoned him to Moscow, announced an agree-
ment with him which his government (not all
“friendly” to Moscow) publicly denled: Com-
plaint was made to UNO by the Iran ambas-
sador here; another “agreement” giving Russia
oil concessions and all others demanded, was
announced from Moscow, but Iran said it had
not been Informed even of such negotintions,
until the Russian ambassador arrived with the
list of coneessions imposed by Moscow,

Finally the ambassador arrived, and Qavam
gave every indication of having accepted them
under duress: Russia announced the complaint
to UNO would be withdrawn and later the
Iran ambassador filed a notice that Qavam had
come to have “every confidence” in the promise
of Stalin to withdraw red troops May 6—a
withdrawal which Stalin had previously prom-
ised, in writing, with us and the British, to
make two months earlier,
