Overseas Dead

To Come Home
WASHINGTON. May 17 P

The GIs who can't be mustered
out will start coming home from
overseas this year to a final state-
side bivouac.

They are the dead men and
women whose names on casualty
lists went toward paying the
battle price of 328.000 lives
which World War II cost the
United States.

They'll make their last voyage
home in funeral fleets of white
ships, marked from bow to stern
with the burple band of mourn-
ing.

President Truman gave the of-

ficial signal for the somber move-
ment when he signed legislation
yesterday providing for the final
burial of the country's World
War II dead. It gives next of
kin the choice of having their
service dead returned to the
United States for final burial in
national or private cemeteries,
or of having them rest in Amer-
ican national cemeteries abroad
where they fell.

The first of the returning dead
will start reaching American
shores toward Christmas time,
the army indicated, with arriv-
als totaling about 1200 monthly
in the beginning and gradually
increasing to 18,000. The cost
would be between $195,000,000
and $215,000,000.
