The
government's rtecommendation
was for a 5 per cent cut in the
t.xf output,

n the turkey industry, the
OSC report said, Oregon grow-
ers have reduced birds an esti-
mated 35 per cent, compared
with the 15 per cent goal,

Dairy cows and hogs are less,
too, the report added.
