U. S. Demands
Jap Democracy

TOKYO, May 29 (# — The
United States today bluntly
warned minority groups which
| seek to undermine democracy
| ngainst attempting to organize
the Japanese, Just two weeks
ago, it said Just as bluntly it
does not want communism in
Japan,

Both warnings came from
George Atcheson Jr., American
chairman of the allied council
for Japan. He told the group:

“We do not want to see the
Japanese people once more lined
up in columns, clothed in uni-
forms and regimented in any
kind of totalitarianism thought.”

His statement came as he ex-
plained to the council that he
was unable to substantiate al-
legations made in an unsigned
Japanese May Day message
which charged that “reactionary
elements” had interfered in the
April elections and that some
of General MacArthur's direc-
tives had been flouted.

In Repairing
WASHINGTON, May 20 (#)—
France turned with rencwed
vigor today to the job of getting
batk on her feet, backed by a
loan of $1,370,000,000 from the
United States,

The two countries made a
number of agreements in cons
nection with the credit arrange-
.ment which President Truman
and  French President Felix
Gouin  announced jointly last
night, The loan talks began here
12 weeks ago.

French officials estimated the
money would finance at least
one year of their country’s four-
year rehabilitation plan,

In addition to the eredit the
United States promises these
things:

1. To help France sell her
goods here, This might mean an
ultimate reduction in American
tariffs on French goods.

2. An . additional credil—of
perhaps  $25,000,000 —to  buy
a'b’nutl 750,000 tons of Ameriean
ahipping.

Tarlff Pledge

France, in turn, pledged itself

not to raise its toriffs on Ameri-

ean products and joined with the
United States and Britain in

Sign Agreement
To Reopen Pits

WASHINGTON, May 20 (A—Interior Secretary Krug ane
nounced today an agreement ending the coal strike,
Krug told newsmen he and John L, Lewis had signed the cone

tract and that Lewis indicated he would order the United Mine
Workers back to work immediately,

The announcement was made at the White House after the
signing in the presence of President Truman,

Krug said the agreement “settles matters belween the governs

ment as operator of the bitum.¥

inous coal mines and the United
Mine Workers,” He added:
“Mr. Lewis has just Indicated
he will order the miners back
to work immediately.”
Volume Productien Monday

Lewls, who had stood silent
during Krug's announcement,
said volume production could
not be achieved until Monday.

Almost simultaneously with
the emergence of Lewls and
Krug from the president's of-
fice, the solid fuels administra- |
tion released the terms in gen-
eral. They are:

1. Wages, a basic hourly in-
crease of 18% cents, which with
overtime makes a dally increase
of §1.85,

2. A wellare and retirement
fund financed by 5 cents a ton
on coal produced—unofficially
estimated as yielding $25000,-
000 to $30,000000 annually.
This fund is to be used for sick-
ness, disability, death or retire-
ment benefits, and to be man-
aged by a three-man board of
trustees of which one would be
appointed by the union, one by
Krug, and a third by the {irst
two appointees,

3. A medical and hospital
fund financed from deductions
now made from miners' pay for
those purposes and to be ad-
ministered by trustees appoint-
ed by Lewis,

Complementary Fund

The two funds mentioned In
2 and 3 would complement each
other.

4. The wage Increase is cou-
pled with a provislon for over-
time after seven hours each
day. The official release of the
coal mines administration set
up by Krug made no mention
of the number of days a week,

5. A federal mine safely code
to be lssued by the bureau of
mines director with periodic in-

and with local unions to select
mine safety commitiees at each
mine to report violations.

6. Krug, as mines administra-
tor would be guided by national
labor relations board decisions
concerning unionization eof su-
pervisory workers not hitherto
included in the union.

7. A comprehensive survey of
hospital and medical facilities,
medical treatment, sanitary and
housing conditions in coal min-
ing areas 1o determine what im-
provements are necessary “to
bring these up to recognized
American standards.”

8, On Lewis' demand {for
compliance with workmen's
compensation and occupational
disease laws, Krug will direct
his mine managers to comply
with state laws whether elec-
tive or compulsory.

The topflight communist made
his statement to The Associated
Press a few hours later after the
government's Central News)
agency reported that national
troops had captured the im-
portant vity of Kirin (Yungkl)
from communists,

Chou's nssertion was the first
jarring note to disturb the hope-
ful atmosphere that prevaded
China the past few days. The
communist leader is his party's
negotiator in peace discussions
with government officials and
General Marshall, U, 8. envoy.
