Served In Coast Guard

Dave Hess, commander.elect
of American Legion Post No. 8,
came to Klamath Falls in Jan-
uary 1946, after honorable dis-
charge from the U. S. coast
guard. Hoss served 43 months
in coast guard public relations
and as combat radio correspond-
ent. While stationed in district
headquarters in Seattle, he trav-
eled Oregon and Washington,
and received orders for overseas
duty December 7, 1944. Trans-
ferred to the Hawalian islands
he served on the staff of the
district coast guard in Hono-
luly, interviewing returned com-
bat men aboard various ships,
and later wns assigned a porl-
able recording unit to travel
aboard an AKA throughout the
Pacific, His ship, the USS Thee-
nim, was part of a task foree
that made an early occupation
landing at Aomori, Japan, an
important industrial city on the
northern end of Honshu island.

Prior to enlisting in the coast
guard, Hoss was a salesman with
the Union Oil company in Port-
land and free-lance radlo an-
nouncer, having worked for
KGW, KEX, KORE and KSLM,
Thirty vears old, Hoss attended
public schools in Oregon City
and later moved to Salem, when
his father was elecled secretary
of state, He later attended the
University of Oregon, studying
Journalism and radio, dropping
school to become a radio an-
nouncer at KORE.
