Retail Price Affected
A spokesman for the opera-

tors estimated the increased
overhead from the new contract
would add to the retail price
of anthracite used chiefly in
home heating.

Regarding the welfare fund
the hard coal mines won an even
greater concession than the bi-

tuminous workers Under the
agreement the fund will be ad-

ministered by three trustee
two of whom will be named by
Lewis and a third by the oper-
ators.

The soft coal agreement pro-
vided for one tustee selected by
the UMW, one by the govern-
ment and a third by the mine
operators.

Lewis decared the anthracite
contract already had been ap-
proved unanimously by his

scale committee making it
official.

"I think the agreement is
wholesome and constructive and
I will warmly recommend its
approval to the mine workers,"
Lewis said, explaining that the
contract would have to be sub-
mitted to the membership for a
referendum vote.

But since the pact gives the
miners virtually all of their de-
mands overwhelming approval
was predicted.
