power, America proposed that the right of veto

now held by the Big Five nations be abol-
ished for all matters relating to atomic energy.

What better single preventive of war could
there be? Wars of aggression are prepared for
secretly. Hcrr Hitler built up his army secret-
ly, and he made munitions in plants which
were concealed. If an international commis-
sion had looked this over once
in a while we might not have had World War II.

For General Good
course the American proposal means sur-

renderOF of that degree of sovereignty neces-

sary to permit such a development authority
to carry out its investigations. But the whole
concept of our new U.N. peace organization is
based on the giving up of some measure of
sovereignty for the general good, and it's hard
to see how an investigating commission could
impinge on the rights of any nation which
had nothing to conceal.

Now the whole world knows Russia is an
ardent advocate of peace. So her unwilling-
ness to surrender a wee bit of sovereignty isn't
impelled by warlike ideas. However, an out-

standing characteristic of present day Russia
is an intense desire to shield herself from pry-
ing eyes. This applies not only to Russia proper
but to those countries under Moscow's control.

A striking example of this is seen in the fact
that the Russian zones of occupied countries in
many instances are virtually sealed off from the
other allies. Apropos of this American officials
in Washington yesterday said that the United
States is pressing at every opportunity for an"
allied commission to investigate the extent of
disarmament in all zones of Germany but so
far the Russians have stood firmly against any
such survey.

Very Young Government
reason for this secretiveness wouldONE to lie in the fact that the Soviet

government is very, very young. It was born
out of bloody revolution less than a generation
ago, and for long was maintained in the face
of enemies at home and abroad who persistent-
ly tried to pull it down.

It's natural for the Soviet to be suspicious.
There are other elements entering into the

The local viewpoint was first publicized when
Walter Meacham and A. L. Greenwalt of the
Oregon council of the American Pioneer Trails
association came to Klamath Falls some weeks
ago. The association had made plans for
markers using the words "Applegate Trail"
and when Meacham and Greenwalt reached
Klamath, they were told emphatically that the
local historical society disagreed not on the
grounds of opposition to the Applegate family,
but because the old emigrant trail of 1846
had been officially designated as the "southern
route" and also that it was felt no particular
Individuals of the 1846 expedition should be
tingled out for special honors.

We personally felt that Messrs. Greenwalt
and Meacham were treated a little rough on
that occasion, but it is well now to recount
what followed that session.

The Klamath people got together, decided to
present their case to the state highway com-

mission, and there to let the matter rest with-
out further argument. That was done. Had the
decision gone against the local historians, we
are sure they would have accepted it gracefully.

In fairness to them, their attitude needs to
be known locally and downstate.
