Local people participating in the conference
were not so certain, however, of the method
that should be used in establishing zoning regu-
1 The proj d plan on which the state
is working is a county zoning committee, named
by the county court, which upon request of
various suburban or rural areas could establish
zoning regulations for those areas. Just how
such regulations could be enforced, inasmuch
as the county courts lack legislative power,
was not fully answered by the state committee-
men here for the discussion.

Suburbanite Alva Lewis objected to any
scheme that would provide for outside regu-
lation of a given suburban area. He zaid that
if there is to be a planning and zoning job
done, it ought to be handled by a committes
or commission made up of residents of the
district involved. He suggested the possibility
of a planning district, like fire or sanitary
districts now authorized by state law.

As we see it, the muin objection to this sug-
gestion is that it might lead to a hodge-podge
of regulations not unlike the hodge-podge de-
velopment now generally deplored There
might grow up a lot of varied planning schemes
in one general area which is in itself a popu-
lation and development unit and ought to plan
and grow as such.

In general, we would say that the planning
and zoning programs of any closely populated
area—including usually the corporate city and
its fringe—should be brought as closely as pos-
sible into coordination and wuniformity. Pos
sibly this could be achieved by joint meetings
of separate planning commissions, but that's
putting & premium value on the ability of in-
dividuals to work together when they get their
authority from separate sources

EANWHILE, it Is good news that the south-
east suburbs are going ahead on a con-
structive program on one of the most serious
problems confronting them—{ire protection.

It is reported there is general support of the
idea of a fire district to be formed under state
law. Petitions are now being ecirculated. Mr.
Lewis and Mr. Ned Smith of the Suburban
league tell us that if this district is set up, it
will have fire equipment comparable to that
owned by the city of Klamath Falls.

Our suburbs are a most important part of
our community; their fire and sanitary protec.
tion are of vital importance to the community
as a whole. Constructive setups to provide
that protection deserve encouragement and sup-
port throughout city and suburbs.

News Behind The News

ASHINGTON, Aug., 9—A Princeton pro-

fessor and a federal works agency em-
ployee, acting as authors, conducted a poll of
nine “liberals” (mostly selected government of-
ficers or congressmen), asking why the confusion
exists in their ranks, and the remedy. As
confusion breeds confusion, all they got was
more confusion.

The case offers a typical example of what is
wrong with “liberalism,” if you will pry be-
hind it to the source—which would pever be
apparent to some of these people. Having
chased carelessly after slogans, built up pres-
sure groups and never having devoted any in-
dependent or objective thought to the matter,

nalurally they gel the confusion which has!
been inbred into them

They should have started with the word
“liberal." With utmoest simplicity they should

have looked in the dictionary. It comes from
lberty, Now liberty happens to be the opposite
of what they have been seeking in recent years,
the opposite of ganging up In pressure groups
(like fasclsm and communizm), the opposile of
chasing after foolish slogans which have proved

false. They have failed to give any inde
pendent thought to the matter, They are not
themselves free. They do not think in terms

of liberiy—but rather In terms of totalitarian-

Ism and regimentation in a kind of ROORe-
stepping democracs They have forgotten “lib.
eralism.” That is the trouble with “liberallsm."

‘Freedom Ot Opportunity’
OW they have progressed far enough since
Roosevelt 1o learn some of the terms of
liberalism. The respondents to this pall spoke
of “ifreedom of opportunity” as being the big
thing now—at least two of the nine mentioned
it. But so does Russia, where the word liberty
has been corrupted to mean anvihing a totali-
tarian, regimented state direcled by a single
authority wants at a given moment. including
the abandonment of liberty, individual human
liberty—the very thing our “liberals” were
fighting against during the war. Butl even be-
fore Russin thought of it, and corrupted it a
real guarantee of the same thing was in the
constitution of the United States. Indeed two
other respondents to the poll quoted words out
of the constitution, =aving: “Liberallsm is
greatest good for the greo wmber of
ple.” But thiz also is the L in Russia. as
it was the theory of fascism or any state that
wants to make itself tyrannical and dictatorial,
with a party svstem, suppressing all op-
position
But liberalism challenged all reason and took
this communism to its bosom, this thing of
“democracy.” “frecdom” and “liberalism™ which
meant only license to operate for itself, “de-

mocracy”’ run in absurd elections, “freedom™
controlled so thoroughly as to throttle any
freedom. They let it into unions, into politics,

into education, into books, but worst of all—
into their thinking.

Thelr doctrines now have failed them, In a
time of emoployment shortages—shortages mind
you—they preached unemployment compensa-
tion, the opposite of what was needed. When
work was plentiful, they advocated pav for the
idle. In an era of inflatlon. their doctrine urged
spending (can vou belisve it?), which was lke-
wise the opposite of what » plainly needed
Theirs were doctrines calculated to destroy the
best interests of a free people—and to enforce
the destruction by their own dictatorship
through a one party svstem here, (by control of
all parties through their politieal action groups).
Why, in the depths to which their unreason had
plunged them, thev not only chased “isolatien-
ists” and “fascists” through the war, they are
still chasing them now more than a vesr after

they were defeated, put into jail, put on trial, !

but

are no longer powerful practically extinet.

Course Unrealistic

UT if they will only look at the newspapers

they will see how unrealistic their course is.

Read the report for instance, of Molotov warn-
ing the peace conference of the danger of war
from Spain—great, big Russin with an army
more than six times ours in size, armed to the
teeth, protected by censorship, firing on our
planes, detaining American soldiers, conducting
{through the doctrines of communism) a war In
China and urging us to withdraw so she can
conquer it—this militant giant fears
The bristling bear fears the defected mouse!

If they will only stop to think, it was not
the “isolationists” who blocked their peace
+hopes” for world cooperation—but Russia. _ It
was Russia which has vetoed their plans, re-
fused to accept their theories.

These are some of the basic root-reasons for |

their confusion. Their doctrines have failed
them, These failed because they were viola-
tions of the word liberal to begin with. They
have been caught running the errands of com-
munism and Marxism,
to the constitution, but they do not
to make the words mean anything,
no doctrine. Thev speak of “freedom of op-
portunity.” but they do not make it mean
individual freedom. only license for a ruling
political class, which is the opposite of indi-
vidual freedom. They are still running after
the mice for the bear to eal, indeed they have
pushed the bear along.

If they wish to abandon their confusion, they
can find a good sound liberal doctrine in the
back numbers of this column from the very
beginning of their deviations from truth, hon-
esty and individuality of thought. There they
can find a true liberalism which said what It
meant and meant what it said.
