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Byrnes Said

'Insulting'
To Soviets

PARIS, Aug. 12 A't Soviet
Delegate A. Y. Vishinsky de-
clared today that a ruling of
Secretary of State Byrnes at the
peace conference was "an infrac-
tion of all rules and an insult
to the Soviet Union."

Byrne hHd taken over chair-
manship of the conference under
tho rotation plan and Vishinsky
took exception to the chairman's
ruling that he would recognize
only Yugoslavia at today' ses-
sion to answer Italy's plea for
a softened peace.

The Soviet delegate took the
floor after the Yugoslav Delegate
Edvard KardclJ had delivered a
5000-wor- speech charging that
Italy still harbors an aggressor's
spirit.

"There must be no infringe- -

mcnt of the right of freedom of
Bpeecn. said visninsKy in in
sisting that the conference be
opened to a general debate on
Italy's plea. "I consider this In-

fringement as an insult to the
Soviet Union."

Full Debate Wanted
"I insist that this insult not

be maintained and that full de-

bate be opened," he continued.
Byrnes said he would rec-

ognize Yugoslavia today to
answer the Italian pica for soft-
ened treaty terms and only
Yugoslavia in view of a previous
conference decision that general
debate on the cases of the former
enemy countries would be re-

served to a later date.
The right to speak had been

during the chairmanship of
France's Georges Bidault.

Byrnes' ruling immediately
drew fire from Soviet Delegate
A. Y. Vishinsky. He said the
Soviet wanted debate to open
immediately on the Italian
declaration, and that each dele

WASHINGTON, Aug. 12 (VP)

OPA today raised retail pric
ceilings on new automobile

The increase, effective tmma.
diately on all models, meet a
requirement that OPA restore
the peacetime profit margin of
auto dealers.

On four-doo- r sedans th
only examples cited by OPA

today's increases range from
0J on a Chevrolet rleetmas-te- r

to $293 on a Cadillac.
On a Plymouth deluxe and

Ford deluxe the increase is $73,
while on a Buick series 40 the
price hike is $96 and on
Chrysler Royal $99.

Practice Outlawed
Dealers' profit margins had"

been cut by OPA to prevent
the full amount on increase
previously granted manufac-
turers from behind passed on
to the public. Congress out-
lawed this cost absorption prac-
tice.

Still another increase under
the new law will be put into
effect soon. Opa officials e
iimaiea to reporters this may
amount to about 5 per cent to
offset restoration of dealers'
pre-w- handling charges,
which also have been trimmed
by OPA.

Today's increase was the
fourth general price hike above
1942 auto ceilings granted
since last November. The first
covered production cost in-
creases up to last fall, the sec-
ond wage increases early this
year, and the third higher parts
and materials costs resulting
from the steel price boost last
February.

OPA made no official esti-
mate of the total average in-

crease to date over 1942 ceil-
ings, but an official said it
probably is in excess of 15 per
cent.

Yugoslavs
Force Down

U.S. Plane
BELGRADE, Yugoslavia. Aug.

12 ()') Yugoslav fighter planes
forced an American trans-

port to land Friday at Ljubl-
jana ami soon afterwards, the
'I ito government protested lo the
United Slates embassy against
' ever Increasing" violations of
Yugoslavia "state sovereignly."

The note said of the lulcst al-

leged incident:
"On August 0 at 1:10 p m ,

an American plane of type
Ikw over the airfield In Ljubl-

jana at 3000 meters altitude and
twice. Despite a call

from our fighter planes with In
ternational signals and even
hand waving for the plane to
land, tho plane's crew did not
heed these calls bill attempted
lo withdraw In the direction of
the frontier.

"Only after determined steps
were taken by our fighters was
the American plance forced to
laud. The plane contained eight
military and two cillvion per-
sons. A deluded Inquiry has
been ordered. This eii.se reveuls
Hie Mil fact that certain erews
not only wilfully violate Yugo-
slav sovereignty but Just as
wilfully refuse to submit to law-
ful calls from Yugoslav planes."

No U. S. Commtnt
No comment has come from

American sources.
The nolo of protest, sent by

the ministry of foreign affairs to
tne embassy yesterday, said
that "in the period from July
18 to August 8, 172 airplanes
new unauthorized over Yugoslav
terrilory, of which 87 were
bombers. 70 fighters and 4S were
transports.

It said these flights were tak-
ing place despite a letter from
the U. S. military attache on
August 7 which slated: ..,.

"The American government
recently Issued a circular pro-
hibiting American planes from
Hying over territory of friendly
nations without special permis-
sion."

The note added, further: 'The
government of Yugoslavia most
energetically protest against
the ceaseless and systematic
flights over Yugoslav territory
and requests thai the United
States government without de-
lay undertake energetic meas-
ures to prevent any further in-

fringement on Yugoslav state
sovereignty on the part of the
American military planes."

Foreign News
NEW YORK, Aug. 12 (?) An

embargo on all international
press messages, voted by the
American Communications as-

sociation (CIO. became effective
at 2 p. m. (EDTJ today. Offic-
ials of Western Union, Mackay
radio and RCA communications,
etc., said their wires had moved
no press dispatches since that
hour.

Movement of foreign press
messages, both incoming and out
going, was halted as 2000 mem-
bers of the ACA Joined in a
sympathy move with 300 striking
employes oi frcss wireless, inc.

RCA said hundreds of oper-
ators stopped sending and receiving-me-

ssages as the deadline fo
the embargo arrived.

Government business, personal
messages and ordinary commer-
cial traffic were not to be ef-

fected, Lawrence Kelly, inter-
national vice president of ACA's
radio and cable, said earlier to-

day.
In New York, the Associated

Press reported its normal f low
of incoming news over regularchannels was continuing. Out
going AP dispatches to South
America also were uninterrupt-
ed but dispatches from New York
to London, routed via Western
Union, were stopped.

U. S. Japs Urged
To Aid Homeland

PORTLAND, Ore., Aug. 12 (JF)
U. S. citizens of Japanese an-
cestry can help Japan remodel
its nation by exerting pressure
to establish democracy. Col. El-
liott Thorpe, commander of the
Monterey, Calif., intelligence
school, said at a banquet honor-
ing 70 nisei veterans and six
Gold Star mothers.

Approximately 1000
phones were put out of commis-
sion at that time and repair crews
were called in from Medford.
