Payne can put just about any-
thing anyone wants on a sholgun
or rifle stock, any kind of animal
or bird in any kind of pose, plus
initials and floral decorations.

For a carving job he charges
£15 to $35 or more, depending
on how tedious or involved the
job is, Deer, bear, elk, cougar,
ducks, geese in stock poses are
simple. He has a notebook with
hand-drawn [llustrations to
choose from. One of the more
complicated i= a cougar clawing
on the back of a frightened deer.

Of the leafy designs, roses are
not so hard, Payne says, but oak
leaf and acorn designs are harder
{o work and therefore more ex-
pensive.

Although carved gun slocks
are a good source of cash for
Payne, he can whittle a design
into anything, His most famous
piece of work was a cane he
made for the late President
Roosevelt back in 1033. The de-
sign was a rose vine cireling the
cane 13 times for the 13 original
colonies, 32 leaves bearing the
names of the 32 presidents from
GW (o FDR, and 48 roses, one
for each state, Also there was
@ carved flag and great seal on
the handle.
