Some disabled wveterans,
need more thun the usual
years of training to reach their
occupational objectives, now

tlonal training under public law
18, Zeno Dent, vie 1 wdminis-
tration trailning officer in this
aron, stated today.

Veterans so severely disabled
that no course of training will
riéestore them to employability in
four vears, and those who lose
time in their courses because of

health or other personal circum-
stances, will be helped by the
new ruling, Dent explained.

for disabled veterans who start-
ed pre-professional courses be-
fore the war and who have since
proved their sultability for their
chosen profession, but who still
must have more than four years
to prepare for it

The VA official pointed out,
however, that the plan for added

veterans in traiping under the
GI bill, which boses cligibllity
on their length of service up to
a maximum of 48 months of
training. Most disabled veterans
also will remain within the limit
of four years of triining, Dent
adyised.

Training in cxcess of four
vears will be given only the
severely dlsabled in school, ex-
cepl in unususl instances of job
triafning., The VA office in the
courthouse building here has
further details for ngquiring
velerans,
