tion" . . . and so on, in connection with every
single point excepting one. The program obvi-

ously then is but. spur to the council of Big
Five and selected smaller nations, and action
must come from them including Russia, in
thetuture.

Second is word to the Rus-
sians thut they have been mak-
ing mountains out of molehills
about American troops in China;
tiiat they have been removed as
rapidly as repatriation ot Japa-
nese prisoners would permit, and
that now only--a handful remain.
Also that sales of surplus ma-
terials to China has not Included
arms.

Russia does not think so,
obviously and in the end this matter will be
up to the security council upon which Russia
wields her greatest world power.
