Soldier Held
In Baby Death

LOS ANGELES. Juii. 3 1,11
Jacob Sutton, 24, lunged at a
handcuffed soldier In a coroner's
hearing room yesterday and at-
tempted to beat him after heor-in- g

testimony that the army
private, James Monroe Carson,
19. had admitted striking 'Sut-
ton's babv while
caring for It December 23. The
baby. Jack Arthur Sutton, died
en route to a hospital December
24.

Satton was restrained by of-

ficers and friends after Detective
George Holt testified that Car
son had admitted hitting the
baby "three or four times" be
cause It cried.

Mrs. Satton testified the baby
fell from Its crib December 24
but appeared to be unharmed.

The jury returned an open
verdict, declaring that It was un
able to decide If the death was
homicidal or accidental. Later
Carson was charged with man-
slaughter In a complaint pre-
pared by Deputy District At
torney Harry Borne.

Reefer Cars
Now Available

The acute shortage of refriger-ator cars, felt by basin growers
around the first of December, has
eased off in the last week accord-
ing to Ross Aubrey, inspectorfor the state department of agri-
culture.

Aubrey stated that at the
present time the farmers are hav-
ing little difficulty due to lack
of reefer cars. Aubrey said the
surplus of cars was due to the
fact that cold weather has ham-
pered loading to some extent and
he pointed out that though no
more cats were arriving than be-
fore, less cars were being sent
out, thereby creating a fairly
good backlog of cars.

Aubrey said that farmers
should not expect the over-al- l
shortage of cars to be alleviated
for some time. Much of the equip-ment is pre-w- and is rapidly
wearing out. Very few cars are
being manufactured to take their
place. There is a possibility that
another shortage in this area
will take place, he said, especial-
ly if a streak of warm weather
allows more loadings to be made.

They will provide that
the operators follow selective
logging, provide for reforesta-
tion and thus create a sustained
yield project where trees can al-

ways be cropped."
Horan said tint before any In-

dian land could be allotted to
private operators a public hear-
ing would have to be held and
the opinion of all interested
parties would bo taken into con-
sideration.

$100,000 GI insurance be used
for such a good will cause if he
were killed.

Japanese workers building a
U. s. army hall and air force of-

ficers club. He was In his third
year at a foreign language col-

lege in Tokyo when he volun
teered for the Kamikaze corps.
Scheduled to make his first Ka-
mikaze flight in October, 1945.

war ended in August that year.

PEIPING, Jan. 3 W) Gov-
ernment troops surprised mer
rymaking communists at the
height of a New Year's celebra-
tion at Tamin and captured that
southern Hopeh province town,

In western Shantung, how
ever, the communists captured
Liucheng, a walled town they
had besieged nearly a year.

Shih Chich Jih Pao said the
national garrison, reduced to
1000 aided by other govern-
ment troops, . escaped through
communist lines.

Eisenhower Turns Down
Presidential Seat Offer

Revised Tax Trimming Bill
Offered To Congress Today

MIAMI, Fin., Jan. 3 (A") Gen.

Dwlght D. Eisenhower In an In-

terview said today that the men-
tion of his numo as a presidential
candidate "Is not good for the
great organization with which I
am associated."

Eisenhower, the army's chief
of staff, made it plain that he
was thinking as a soldier of the
nation's future security to pre-
vent the United States from fall-

ing victim to some possible fu-

ture "super-blitz.- "

"From the beginning of the
war, when my name has been
mentioned in connection with a
possible future political career
for me, I- - have Instantly refused
to consider such a contingency,"
said the general during an inter-
view at on inspection of the
army's Pratt General hospital In
suburban Coral Gables.

"I have not changed my mind.
"Tho army Is definitely non-

partisan and national in charac-
ter, and any talk that tends to
cloud the soundness of that fea-
ture is not to the best interests
of the United States."

Jan. 3 (IPi A
bill calling for a

20 per cent cut in income taxes
on the first $300,000 of indi-
vidual incomes was offered today
by Rep. Knutson

The prospective republican
chairman of the house ways and
means committee modified his
bill at the last minute before in-

troduction at the noon opening of
congress. Instead of a flat 20
per cent cut across the board all
individual income tax brackets,
Knutson recommended: .

1. A 20 per cent cut on the
first $300,000 of income.

2. A 10.5 per cent reduction
on that portion of income ex-
ceeding $300,000.

Internal revenue bureau figures
for 1943 the last year available

showed that just over 600 per-
sons in the United States had a
gross income above $300,000
that year.
