Flour Mill

Destroyed
By Blaze

TACAMO, Was.!., Jan. 30 UP)

A spectacular fire destroyed the
$1,000,000 Centennial flouring
mill plant on Tacoma's water-
front today, and threatened to
spread to the big Sperry flour
mill nearby.

Centennial's 225 employes left
the plant safely shortly after the
blaze started about 7:30 a. m.
Two hours later firemen gave
up hope of saving the plant, and
devoted efforts to keeping the
blaze from tho Sperry mill, sit-
uated just north of Centennial.

Firemen said the blaze was
believed to have started when
a motor overheated and caused
an explosion in flour dust.
Smoke 'and flames rolled spec-
tacularly skyward in the clear,
cold air, and a wind
fanned the blaze.
