Raffetto took over his duties

(Editor's Note: The following statement was
prepared by the Klamath county assessor in
connection with the current discussion of the
Oregon tax problem).

By NEWT NELSON
Klamath County Assessor

I have been asked many times to make a

public statement regarding my opinion of a
sales tax in Oregon. I have hesitated to do so.
on the grounds that usually such controversial
subjects take care of themselves through the
force of necessity and by the will of the people.

My only concern in this matter is for the
hope that "the will of the people" be guided
by the facts, with due consideration of how a
sales tax will effect (them) and Oregon as a

' whole.
I have been almost constantly confronted with

the problem of explaining "why such an in-

crease in taxes over the past few years?" In
analyzing day after day for so many people in
all walks of life, many questions are asked, such
as the following, . which I will attempt to an-

swer:
Q Whj did my taxes go up?
A Levy J943 72.4 mills

1944 81.2 mills
1945 94. mills
1946 115.4 mills

Q Why such an Increase in levy?
A Largely due to special elections voted by

the people.
Q Why special elections?
A Increased population.
Increased school census.
Increased cost of operation and maintenance

based on increased cost of living.
Budgetary groups held to 6 per cent limita-

tion by law, hence the necessity for special ad-

ditional levies on real and personal property to
carry the additional burden.

Q Would a sales tax relieve the burden of
real and personal property?

A Yes, but only with a favorable limit on
levy and a direct offset to real and personal
property for the purpose of supporting schools,
other institutions, old age pensions, etc.

Q Will taxes continue to rise?
A That's the $64 question. If wages stay

up, and if prices adjust themselves accordingly,
and if the. westward movement continues, which
is all good for Oregon and we who live here,
then we face a continuation of increased cost
of local and state government, and under the
present system, and without a sales tax, real

- ..and personal property taxes will have to go up
accordingly.

Q Would revaluation of property solve
the problem?

A No, we have only so much actual value
in Oregon or in Klamath county or any other
county in the state of Oregon. If the value goes
up, with no other change involved, the levy
comes down accordingly, resulting in the same
amount of tax dollars.

What we need is new additional value, which
means new industry. Of course we have a build-
ing program under way, but it takes a tre-- ;
mendous' amount of buDding value to .offset the
loss of timber value which is in demand to
support such building program.

A sales tax with a reasonable limit on levy
would invite new industry.

A revaluation would only create a nearer ap-

proach to equalization, by shifting a greater
share of the burden to those areas which have
been effected by changes, such as improved and
built up easiness and residential districts, and
conversely the actual reduction of value in cer-

tain blighted areas, caused by the removal of
industry and a general shift of population to
greener pastures, the improvement of farm
lands, etc. Certainly this should be done and is
in the process of being done.

Q Would a sales tax help the average work--1n- g

man?
' A Yes, I am a working man, and believe

me, certainly not above the average and just
as much interested as anyone can be in improv-
ing my financial condition and yours.

AUSTIN, .United StatesWARREN on the security council, has

made it plain that this country has no intention
of bargaining away its atomic secrets. Without
the ultimate in safety agreements, disarmament
or no disarmament.

His latest statement to the council, coupled
with earlier factors pointing in the same direc-
tion, makes it appear that disarmament is a
dead issue for the time-bein- regardless of how
much more talk may be expended in an effort
to keep it alive.

The Russians have demanded establishment
of a disarmament commission with full powers
to investigate all armed forces and armaments.

U. S. Adamant
United States is adamant, will not permitTHE with regard to atomic weapons until

air-tig- controls have been established, includ-

ing provisions for unrestricted international in-

spection and punishment of violators. The U. S.
wants the atomic control commission to operate
entirely independent, and to be specifically ex-

empt from interference by the disarmament
commission.

This factor alone would seem to indicate
that, barring an unforeseen concession by the
Russians, disarmament must wait until the
Baruch plan has been adopted, something which
seems no nearer of accomplishment now than
when it was first broached months ago.

German Peace Problem

ORGANIZATION aside from the solu-

tion of numerous technical problems which will
prove extremely difficult, on what sort of peace
with Germany. Austria and Japan is finally
submitted for enforcement. The military staff
committee will have to know, also, whether the
force is to be used to halt the spread of flames
from such events as the Spanish civil war. This
involves a decision on the amount of interfer-
ence in internal affairs which the U. N. may
attempt, if any. The Russians are demanding
that no such interference shall be. a cardinal
principle.

Wages Are Higher
Basic wage rates were increased an average of

10 per cent in 1946, and an additional increase
is contemplated for 1947.

Average earnings of operating employees. In

eluding overtime pay, were 108 per cent higher
in 1946 than in 1941. As in other businesses, this
increase has been necessary to enable employes
to meet higher living coats, and otherwise to
conform with current employment conditions.

In addition, since 1941 we have installed a re.
tirement pension plan for employes, increased
their life insurance protection, started a health
and accident insurance program, and later in-

creased the benefits under this program.

Minimum Rat Increase
Kequesfed

Slowly but surely, our margin of profit was
being narrowed and squeezed by rising costs
since 1941. Since mid-194- the perpendicular
increase in costs wiped out our profit margin
altogether and created a deficit. This condition
must be corrected.

The proposed rate increase will not be a finan-
cial burden to any gas consumer. The amount
of the increase will, of course, vary according to
the amount of gas used, costing some customers
more than others, but the average increase to
residential users will amount to only about f1.21
a month just about 4c a day.

Right now the average cost per unit for resi
dential gas in this territory, is 8 per cent lower
than in 1940. After the, increase, it will be 10

per cent higher. Against this rate of increase,
cord wood has gone up 77 per cent, fuel oil Ai
per cent, and coal 13 per cent.

Finally, to our great regret, this condition hss
forced us to apply to the Public Utilities Com-
missioner of the State of Oregon for an increase
in gas rates. Here are the facts in the care:

Our Costs Jump 41
Last July we were forced to change our source

of fuel supply, and to shift from straight bu-

tane to propane or a mixture of butane and pro-
pane. The new supply source requires a longer
freight haul, and the change in type of fuel ne-

cessitates consuming more propane-butan- e to
deliver the same number of heat units to our
customers.

These unavoidable changes, together with a
general increase in freight rates effective Janu
ary 2, 1947, have increased our cost of fuel de-

livered in southern Oregon an average of 41

per cent.

Uew Equipment Required
Propane or propane-butan- e mixture must be

held under greater pressure than straight bu
tane. Change in type of fuel made it necessary
for us to install new fuel storage tanks. In mak-

ing these additions, and in general expansion
and improvements, we spent j123,640 in south-
ern Oregon in 1946. An even greater sum would
have been spent had it not been for shortage of
materials and labor.

For new fuel storage tanks and other ad-

ditions and betterments, our budget for 1947 is
,(180,000.
