Honored By

Army Garrison
IWO JIMA, Feb. 19 (#) — A

thousand American soldiers stood
at attention before a sandy grave-
yard here today to pay homage
to the 4000 marines who died
two years agoe to secure (his|
strategic island for thelr country.

The troops now garrison the
island and maintain the army
air force base, but the ceremony
was in honor of the marines who
took the island from the Jap-
anese, Three marine divisions |
participated in the costly opera-
tion—in February of 1045, [Its
main objective was to obtain an
air field close to Japan's home
islands,

The cemetary lies at the fool
of grim Mount Suribachi, its
rows of white crosses and Stars
of David in orderly rows across
the volcanic sands where thou-
sands fell before the concen-
trated mortar and machine-gun
