snare, Isolating us commercially from ether na-

tions of the world. There will be little enough
left for domestic trade and absolute'
for foreign markets. We shall have to import
at higher prices for home consumption, articles
which we can produce at more reasonable cost,
if we had not bound ourselves with this agree-
ment.

People Crushed
1 1 THE people who have worked and taken

I chances to get ahead are to be squashed.
There never can be one standard of living for
everyone without it being the downfall of every-
one. And when that Is accomplished, no one
will be happy.

"The younger generation almost unanimously
wishes to get out of the country, which has be-
come so socialistic it is practically living under
a dictatorship. There is no chance for personal
initiative any longer in this nation which has
been considered as something of a model around
the world in the past. Everything is so con-
trolled that it saps ambition. And the new taxes
are impoverishing private initiative.

"When a conservative member of parliament
criticized the new tax laws in Riksdagen last
week, the finance minister said: 'That is how
the labour unions want it, and it is they who
have the power.' The new inher"--c- e tax
makes it impossible to leave anything for your
children. I tried to write over our farm to our
sons before the law went through, but discov-
ered that the law was retroactive for five years.
Such a thing is unprecedented despotism. If I
should die the boys probably would have to pay
up the mortgage and inheritance taxes, and
stead of getting a few thousand kroner, they
would be in debt And we cannot sell the farm
because no farmer wants to buy property. As'
an owner he would have such a large propertyand income tax he would have nothing left to
live on. The industrial labour organizationsare killing farming in Sweden. It isn't even
profitable to own your own home, for the au-
thorities count as your income, the rent you
would have to pay if you rented the house youown. ,

Taxes Going Up
Ilk iY son's income is 30,000 kroner a yearrVl which would have been excellent 10
years ago. A lawyer advised us that under the
tax system starting this year, we shall have to
pay nearly half or 14,000 kroner in taxes. Our
rentals with heating, go to about 3000. Our
other son living in Stockholm costs us about
S000. Light, telephone and gas runs about 400,
and I must reckon 100 kr. per person per month
for food. There is not much left for insurance,
clothes, tuition and school books, doctors and
dentists. ' A maid is out of the question for me,as she would cost 2500 kroner. (This means a
person on a farm can hardly live and cannot
employ a servant in this formerly low-pric- e

country although earning $7500 a year.)'"No wonder the young men want to leave.
We will all be getting out as soon as we can."

My conclusion from this plain evidence is
this:

Russia does not need an army to conquerSweden. All she needs Is a few more Swedeslike the commerce minister who will drain fromthe country the economic profit of the war to
send to Russia and simultaneously sap and sackthe country by taxation and denials of opportun-
ity for advancement.
