Presentation

HE general opinion around the state house
T at Salem last weck-end was that the Klam-
ath Falls delegation, which appeared in behalf
of the Barracks project on Friday, made an
effective presentation. The job was done with-
out oratory or high-pressure methods; it was
factunl and forthright, and the argument was
on a broad, rather than community benefit,
. basis.

It seemed to us, as we sat in on the confer-
ence, that the Klamath presentation was espe-
cially strong on these points:

1. The contention that the enrollment figures
as offered by the department of vocational edu-
cation were in line with true prospects. In its
original report, the sub-committee had ques-
tioned the enrollment estimates.

2. Challenging the sub.committee's implica-
tion that the state would be binding itself to
operate an educalional institution at the Bar-
racks for 25 years. It was brought out that the
attorney general's office had agreed with the
opinion that the state, if it decided to give up
the project after a few yvears could let it revert
to the federal government. And it was also
brought out that the state might re-negotiate
to use the Barracks for other purposes in later
years,

3. Emphasis upon the suitability of the phy-
sical plant for the suggested purpose.

{Incidentally, we are not doing any personal
boasting. But we do want to say a word of
commendation for John Houston, Arnold Gra-
lapp, Howard Perrin, Sam Ritchey, our legis-
lative representatives, and others who appeared
Our part was minor.)

The Klamath presentation was not alone re-
sponsible for the shift in the outlook for the
Barracks project, we are sure. That did bring
out some additional information. buf there also
developed a program to work out the state's
financial problems which helped a lot in win-
ning re-consideration for the Barracks school
appropriation. '

| Fear of another world war is
a very patural public reaction
to recent international events,
| but we shouldn't let that possi-
bility—shocking as it is—blind
us to an actuality which is of |
leven more immediate import- |
ance, and it is this

The Moscow-directed world
revolution for the spread of com-

munism, which was born with
the establishment of the revo-|
| lutionary Soviet government in |
1017, is at long last in full swing
on a truly global basis. It is
| mobilized to the utmost strengih
which Russia can muster pend-
1inu her recovery from the rav-
ages of war.

I return to this subject because
I'm encountering people who
| find it difficult to believe that
anything so terrible could be a
reality—especially in the United |
States.  Well, it does seem like |
melodramatic  fictio but we
shall be crazy not lg recognize
its truth,

As this column previously has
pointed out, when Stalin came to
power in 1925 he temporarily
shelved most of the direct-action
| aspects of this scheme—that is,
the use of force—pending the de-
velopment of Russia’s iuduslrial|
and military strength. He
thought communism would be
putting the cart before the horse
| to try to overrun the world while
| Russia hersell was stil] weak.

+ Stalin’s several five-year plans
did wonders in building up the
Soviet Union's strength, The war,

The world Is covered with a
rash of events which are develop-

ments of the world revolution, |

some representing bloody vio-
lence and others tuctical politie
cal maneuvers. Typical of the
latter class are the food dem-
onstrations in the Brittsh zone of
occupation Iin Germany. Some
100,000 people in the great Rubr
mining area have been making
public protests over the quantity
of the food they were receiving,
and there was an ugly climax

Saturday when 4000 miners re-|

fused to resume digging coal,
which is the economic life-blood
of Europe because of the eco-
nomic crisis.

Authoritative sources say this
trouble has been inspired by the
reds, who exploit every situation
which is & potential trouble
maker. Such communist tactics
serve a double purpose; the pub-
lie agitation creates public unrest
and tends to break down govern-
ment, and if the food situation
is overcome the communists will
claim that they forced govern-
ment to act. This sort of thing
is being carried on intensively
by the communists throughout
Germany as they maneuver to
gain eontrol of the entire coun-
iry.
