Camp White Veto

OVERNOR EARL SNELL'S velo of the
G Camp White hospital bill was expected.
The governor, as a member of the board of
cantrol, had participated in the selection of a
14man committee to make a study of the pro-
posal.  When this committee recommended
against use of the former military installation
for a state mental hospital, the governor was
placed in a position where he felt he could
not approve the proposal. Subsequent adoption
of the Camp White bill by the legislature put
him definitely on the spotl.

News Behind The News

'ASHINGTON, April 2 — The New York
Herald Tribune, press citadel of the re-
publican party (Stassen branch) has published a
full page advertisement of the communist party,
USA (March 31.)
Just a few days before, the state department

had discovered sabotage of s program
Russin, An antennae in the Munich relay station
had been reversed so that news, views and
yongs of this governmen! program-=—our propa:
ganda if you wish to call it that—was wasted on
Latin American ears which could not translate
it. The sly communists no doubt considered it
fronically funny to direct our Russian program
to a hemisphere the communists consider
fascistic,

The contrast of these two events are contrasts
of two clvilizations now vying for control of the
world, A simpler, clearer example of the crisis
of our age cannot be imagined. The mildest,
friendly propaganda of the United Siates governs
ment to the Russian people was denied pene
tration of the red iron ecurtain, while the far
more valuable space of a full page in our lead-
ing metropolitan press was given communists.
And these US. communists had been ealled that

Asx propaganda goes, it was almost
innogcuous, But the advertisement of the come
munist party was & statement by the party
secretary which he said was denied presentation
to the house un-American activities committee
because the secretary would not even tell his
right npame. The statement contained the usual
inane and timeworn iratings of the communists,
including attacks on J. Edgar Hoover, a defense
of Marxism and other material headed: “What
the house un-American committee did not hear,”
meaning of course the material was not sound
enough to get into the record of a committee
of congress which will take nearly anything.
It was sheer communist propaganda, with strict-
Iy political intent.

The Herald Tribune did not need the money
for the ad, even on a Monday morning. It's
republican favorite, ex-Gov. Harold Stassen is
now traveling in Moscow investigating things.
Presumably it may have desired simultaneously
1o exhibit the great freedom of attitude toward
Russian propaganda. Possibly also it may have
been impressed by two boxes at the bottom of
the ad. One reading: “Wire protest to President
Truman, Representative Rankin and your own
congressman” and the other saying: “Commu-
nist party. USA, 1 am enclosing § as my
contribution toward the cost of this advertise
meni,” etc,

Divide And Conquer
HE intention of communism is to divide and
conquer a civilization more powerful than
its own. If U.S. cbommunists can get a republican
citadel to display its wares, and carry its attack
upon democrats, their party would be imprudent
not to venture such attack (especially if it can
get the money back in contributions from the
unwary republican readers of the Herald Trib-
une.) This is clasic communist irony. Com-
patible with and comparative to the sabotage
of the Munich relay station. The incidents are
in every way similar in purpose, the only dif-
ference being that in one case the communists
had to sabotage a government radio to gain its
will, while in the other it sought to collect
money from republicans to attack the head of
the very same government—and the republicans
let them do it!

The lesson to be drawn from the experience
is one for the republican press leadership,
specifically the Herald Tribune element. It would
not allow a false patent medicine to obtain
one of its full pages for advertising. Yet it
weakly and rather stupidly grants its page to a
false patent medicine of politics, a much more
serious blunder because that political medicine
is designed even to destroy an entire world
civilization,
