S 1 see it, the chamber of commerce is an
organization of persons interested in Klam-
ath county who band themselves together to
accomplish those objectives which they can
reach more easily by united action than by
individual effort. Doesn't that just about cover
it?

To put it another way, the chamber of com-
merce provides an agency to put into intelligent
action the wishful thinking of the community.

Take the Marine Barracks vocational school
project, for example. The chamber of com-
merce has worked on this for a year without
any fuss or publicity. Last Tuesday we got a
major disappointment when an unfavorable re-
port was voted, but this wasn't the end of the
matter. When a rehearing was granted, the
chamber of commerce lined up ten of the com-
munity’s strongest representatives 1o go to
Salem. They made a fine presentstion and
gave the Barracks a new chance. The chamber
put the community's wishful thinking into in-
telligent action!

Going back to 1945 just for the early stages
of another matter, a CAB (Civil Aeronautics
Board) examiner stated that air service should
be granted to Klamath Falls, but that a small
feeder line between here and Medford would
be adequate.

The community felt a surge of resentment,
and people sald something ought to be done
about it. But what could any individual do?
The chamber of commerce secured permission
for two community representatives 1o appear
before the CAB in Washington, presenting the
case for Klamath Falls. Marshall Cornett and
Phil Hitchcock did a fine job and the CAB
granted main line service.

Before this service could be started, an agi-
tation arose in some of the large coast cities

to seek a change in the CAB ruling to give a
competing carrier the right to operate from San

Francisco to Portland, If the CAB had granted
a rehearing we might not have had air service
in here yel! The chamber again furnished a
means for community interest to be translated

into action, The larger citiex were persuaded
to withheld thelr efforts to secure competing
service until Klamath Falls had been granted
its air line connection with the rest of the
world.

The United States is supposed to sup-
port Germany with food, occupation, relief,

Not Kidding

F vou wish to go all through that again, the

Russian position might be accepted. What
aided us in making fools of ourseives last time
was an illusion that somehow our money and
help would bring peace. That illusion is not
vigible this time in the reparations situation.

These hali-stated considerations are what lie
behind General Marshall's rejection of the
Soviet ultimatum on reparations. He said
frankly no agreement at all was better than
one like that. Marshall is not kidding. He is
not playing diplomatic politics, rejecting some-
thing for effect and inwardly intending to com-
promise later, He means what he says

Unquestionably semiofficial sources say Mar-
shall has been prepared to get out of Moscow
and return to this couniry by April 15, They
expect some developments tending that way
next week. The other unexpected development
which might prevent fulfillment of this expec-
tation they say, is that the Russians would sud-
denly agree to some conceasions which would
let the conference continue in some other city,
possibly in London or Paris, thus preventing
the conference from openly arriving at the
stalemate toward which it is headed. The
Soviels might do this just to avoid the public
opprobrium which would follow an apparent
break-up.
