Potato Problems
HERE are encouraging evidences that Klam-
ath's potato growers are aware of the new
problems that have arisen in their industry as
it has passed out of its bonanza youth into adult-
hood—in just about 21 wears, incidentally

The reputation of the Klamath potato was

uilt through those early years by sound prac-
ices in culture, grading, storing and so on. At
the same time, the industry had the advantage
of new land, where pests and insects had not
yet become entrenched.

In recent years, two conditions have developed

{hat tended 10 lower the quality of potatoes.
Increase of pest and disease problems, inevitable
85 the industry grew older, has come right along
with a period of exceptionally good market
conditions, When almost anything produced
ean find a market and a good price, there is a
patural tendency to lower standards, That
sweakening of standards came right at a time
Wwhen pests and disease opened up an attack.
¢ But Klamath growers, as indicated by the
Yeadership of the grower organizations in this
county and the Tulelake area, are preparing to
meet the problems thus presented. There is a
drive on to tighten standards and return to
the practices that made the Klamath potato
{amous on the metropolitan markets. Con-
struclive programs are being designed to meet
the disease issue.
* The Klamath country has impressively demon-
strated its ability to grow fine potatoes for the
great metropolitan markets close by. All the
Jindications are that it will continue doing that
dn a big way. Soil, water, climate, markets
and MEN will do the job.

Reason For Price Boosts
HE reason for this price increase may be

OW 1 do not wizsh to report from these
hustings that we hear nothing of excess
profits. One fellow bought a pilece of real
estate for $2500, for which our best judge of
real estate had offered $500. Others have
paid $17.500 for small houses with bedrooms
s0 tiny there was just room encugh for a bed
and for you to get into it
In fact there was one particular excess profit
case which caused police to search for the
profiteer. A couple wanted to buy a house,

saw an ad in the paper, actually met the owner,

went through the house, then met him on a
street corner and paid him $500 down. When
they tried to move into the house, they found
it long had been occupled. A tricksler had sue-
ceeded in getting a key impression, thus ad-
mitted with a key the prospective purchasers,
while the occupants were out of town.

You can see there are all kinds of things
going on in Our Town, no doubt somewhat
like yours, prices and profit conditions are of
primary interest to nearly all the people, but
in a confusing sort of way, if you know what |
mean.

Pepper Sees War
